NA to vote on proposed constitutional reforms June 7

TAIPEI, June 1—Political parties and representative groups at the National Assembly will present their views June 6 on the amendment package to the Constitution and voting will begin the following day, those chairing the assembly decided.


The session of the ad hoc National Assembly opened on May 30 and will consider constitutional amendments passed by the Legislature last August. The assembly is expected to meet for about two weeks.


Twenty-six delegates have been assigned to deliver speeches that day and each speaker will have seven minutes to state his or her party or group’s position. Six of the delegates are from the Democratic Progressive Party, and six are from the Kuomintang.


The people First Party and the Taiwan Solitary Union will each have three delegates give statements, while other parties or groups with fewer then five delegates will each have one person speak.


The National Assembly will start voting on the proposed reforms on June 7.
