Councilor resigns PFP membership after scandal

TAIPEI, June 9—People First Party (PFP) Councilor Wang Yu-cheng resigned his party membership after falsely claiming that food offerings at funerals were being resold to restaurants.

Wang, during questioning at Taipei City Council on June 2, produced a short video clip, which showed two men collecting and delivering clip, which showed two men collecting and delivering food offerings from a funeral parlor to an unidentified restaurant as evidence.


The police tracked down one of the men in the footage. After interrogation, the suspect admitted that the video is merely a dramatic reenactment staged by Wang’s assistants.


Wang claimed during the council meeting that the two municipally- run mortuaries were involved in selling the foods offered to the deceased to restaurants located near National Taiwan University (NTU).


Wang’s allegation was met with doubt from his colleagues and restaurant owners. Although he promised to come up with more evidence to aid the investigation effort of Taipei’s Department of Health, he never delivered. Due to his assertion, business for the implicated restaurants declined drastically as consumers panicked, fearful that they might have consumed the offerings accidentally.
