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Yulin county chief to lose post after vote-buying verdict
TAIPEI, March 11 – The Ministry of the Interior (MOI) stated that, according to law, Yunlin County Chief Chang Jung-wei will be relieved of his post as county magistrate. The news comes after he was convicted by the Supreme Court for his role in vote-buying in 1994. 

A new election for the vacancy will not take place since the tenure left by Chang is less than two years. MOI will request the Executive Yuan to appoint a new official for the post. 

In February of 1994, Chang and Chen spent NT$2 million on vote-buying when running for the post of Yunlin County Council Speaker and Deputy Speaker. The Yunlin head is still in custody for another case involving an incinerator construction scandal.

Chang’s wife Wang Yueh-hsia, along with 15 former Yunlin County Councilors and Chen Kuo-yi, who was Chang’s running mate when he ran for Yunlin County Speaker, were all found guilty, each receiving seven to ten months of imprisonment.
