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Two pro-Taiwan independence presidential advisers quit
TAIPEI, March 1 – Two pro-Taiwan independence advisers to President Chen Shui-bian resigned to show their displeasure over the president’s remarks on the nation’s status during his meeting with opposition People First Party Chairman James Soong. 

Koo Kuan-min, senior advisers to the president, and Ng Chiau-tong, national policy advisers to the president, said they were disappointed at President Chen’s joint statement with Soong in which Chen reaffirmed his “five noes” from his first inaugural address. 

Koo scathingly criticized the DPP administration and stressed that from now on he will dedicate himself to the promotion of writing a new Constitution for the nation and rectifying the nation’s name from the ROC to Taiwan. 

Ng, also chairman of the World United Formosans for Independence, sent his letter of resignation to the presidential Office. Though he supported inter-party cooperation, Ng said the president paid too high a price in issuing the 10-point joint statement with Soong.
