Two officers accused of selling classified info. to China
TAIPEI, May 12 – No top secret military information was leaked by two alleged spies for China, Ministry of National Defense (MND) spokesman Liu Chih-chien said.
Arrested on charges of credit card forgery, the two officers, Chuang Pohsin and Huang Yao-chung, were also accused of selling classified information to China. 
Major Chuang is an officer at the MND Electronic Information Department, of which Lt. Gen Li Hsiang-chou is director. 
Huang, a retired officer, is alleged to have passed to his Chinese controller the information Major Chung obtained. 
Beijing needs the information to find out exactly how much Taiwan knows about Chinese troop maneuvers. Most of the information is supplied by American military intelligence units. 
General Li said no missile, radar, or secret information codes have been passed on, as some press reports speculated.
Police uncovered the spy ring by accident. 
Coastguardsmen realized a man arrested in September last year for smuggling guns and drugs was also involved in passing classified information to China and making false credit cards. Counterintelligence agents then traced the link back to Major Chuang.
