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Six persons chosen to represent Taiwan in Discovery feature
TAIPEI, May 11 – Six people were chosen through an on-line vote to represent Taiwan in a series of features to be produced by the Discovery TV Channel about Taiwan. 
Popular aborigine singer Cheung Hui-mei was elected with the most ballots as the representative in the field of “Pop Culture and Entertainment.” Liu Chin-piao, the founder of the well-known Giant bicycle manufacturer, was chosen in the category of “Commerce and Economy.” Forensic expert Henry Lee was elected in the category of “Science and Technology.” Shi Cheng Yen, founder of the Buddhist charity Tzu Chi Foundation, was chosen as representative in the category of “Public Interest and Environmental Protection.” Lin Hwai-min, founder of the Cloud Gate Dance Theater of Taiwan, will feature in a TV film as Taiwan’s representative in the “Art” category. In the category of “Agriculture,” the chosen representative is the 79-year-old Chen Wen-yu, whose Known-You Corp. in Kaohsiung has developed four of the world’s six newly developed strains of watermelon.
The Discovery Channel will film the six stories on a NT$32 million budget provided by the Government Information Office and air them in Asia, where the channel has an estimated audience of 100 million.
