ATM transfers to be limited to NT$30,000 per day
From June 1 transfers made via ATMs will be limited to NT$30,000 day per account, unless payments are made to pre-designated bank accounts, Cabinet spokesman Cho Jung-tai revealed yesterday.
After Premier Frank Hsieh convened a meeting of officials from relevant ministries including the Minister of the Interior Su Jia-chyuan and Financial Supervisory Commission Chairman Kong Jaw-sheng yesterday afternoon, the contentious anti-crime policy of capping non-designated transfers via ATMs to curtail fraud was eventually finalized.
The Cabinet decided to set the limit at NT$30,000 for non-designated accounts, an urgent adjustment from the planned NT$10,000 cap floated at the third meeting of the “United Anti-Fraud Platform Task Force” convened by the MOI on April 12.
The original proposal has been met with an avalanche of criticism over the past two days.
The Cabinet plans to institute three exceptions to the limitation.
First, payment of utility bills and the transfer of funds to government agencies are excluded from the initiative.
Second transfers to pay taxes are exempt from the limit.
Third, customers transferring funds between two of their own accounts are also free from the NT$30,000 cap.
Cho yesterday asserted that “Not many people would be affected by the new initiative,” as according to statistics compiled on April 12, 84.53 percent of ATM transfers were for less than NT$30,000.
As the FSC is charged with administrative oversight of the banking system, Kong said that the body “would promote this new measure to the public.”
The Cabinet has asked banks to send customers forms to designate bank accounts for transfers so that members of the public can make transactions easily, Cho said.
The Cabinet denied the upwards adjustment of the limit was a policy U-turn, noting that the April 12 meeting, attended by vice ministers, was a mechanism for coordinating different ministries’ opinions rather than a means to formulate the Cabinet’s final decision, according to Cho.
