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56 hurt as turbulence hits EVA Air plane over Tokyo
TAIPEI, March 29 – A total of 56 people were injured – two of them seriously – when an EVA Air plane was hit by turbulence as it approached Tokyo’s Narita International airport late afternoon on March 28.
The turbulence occurred about 18 minutes before the Taiwanese flight, BR2196, landed at the Narita airport.
An EVA executive said there were 251 passengers and 16crew members aboard the Airbus A330-200 craft that took off from Taipei.

The injured passengers and crew members were taken to a nearby hospital in Tokyo area for treatment of mostly cuts and bruises. One person sustained a severe injury to the neck.
Japanese police believe most of them had unbuckled their seat belts at the time and were thrown out of their seats.
Among the 251 passengers on the BR2196 flight, 140 were Taiwanese, 104 were Japanese, and seven came from other nations.
