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Man named as gunman in 319 shooting

An unemployed Tainan resident who committed suicide just days after President Chen Shui-bain was shot last March 19 is the “most likely suspect” in the election eve incident, the Cr4iminal Investigation Bureau announced yesterday.

Investigators strongly believe that Chen Yi-hsiung, a Tainan city resident in his 50s and a former chief of the city’s wrestling association, fired on the president because of his dissatisfaction with the Chen Shui-bian government, CIB Commissioner Hou Yu-ih said.


Chen’s body was recovered from Anping Harbor in Tainan on March 29. Police originally concluded his death was an accident, with prosecutors in charge of the autopsy speculating that Chen might have drowned after being trapped by his fishing net while out on his sampan.


The CIB chief also confirmed that the suspect was standing in the hot zone of the crime scene, identified by forensic expert Dr. Henry Lee as the most likely location of the unknown gunman when he fired the shots.
