Yunlin magistrate gets one-year prison term for vote buying

The suspended Yunlin County Magistrate Chang Jung-wei will be officially relieved of his post, after the Supreme Court yesterday announced its verdict in a 1994 case of vote buying during the Yunlin County Council Speaker election.


The Supreme Court found Chang guilty of vote buying and sentenced him to a year in prison followed by a two-year deprivation of civil rights.


Chang is currently being detained for his involvement in a kickback scandal surrounding the Linnei Incinerator construction project.


The post of county magistrate is being held, temporarily, by Deputy Magistrate Chang Ching-liang.


The Ministry of Interior said it would have to wait until it receives official notice from the Supreme Court before it could relieve Chang of his duties.


When the remainder of an incarcerated magistrate’s term is less than two years, the Executive Yuan is legally permitted to assign a government official to serve the rest of the tenure.


Chang Li-shan, Chang’s sister and an independent lawmaker, said she was surprised by the ruling, and added that she would discuss it with Chang’s lawyer to see whether there was any possibility of filing a special appeal in the future.
