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Parties unite against China’s proposed bill

Leaders of the ruling and opposition parties in the Legislature yesterday agreed unanimously to adopt a resolution against China’s plan to enact an anti-session law targeting Taiwan, warning that they would consider other actions if the proposed legislation was passed.

Legislative Speaker Wang Jin-pyng announced the cross-party consensus against the anti-secession legislation after presiding over a meeting to discuss with leaders of all political parties the priority bills for the upcoming session.


Wang said the legislative caucuses of the DPP, the Taiwan Solidarity Union, and the opposition Kuomintang all presented their own versions for the resolution.


“As the party whips have yet to come to terms on the wording of the common resolution, they will meet again today to further discuss the contents. Once a mutually acceptable version is worked out, it will be put forth for passage in a full session as soon as possible,” Wang said.


According to Wang, the basic tone of the resolution will urge Beijing to respect Taiwan’s identity and work together with the island to maintain peace and stability across the Taiwan strait.


The DPP caucus was the first to come up with a draft resolution opposing Beijing’s proposed anti-secession legislation. DPP legislative caucus Secretary –general Chen Ching-chun urged the opposition parties to support the DPP-initiated draft resolution, entitled “Defending the Republic of China’s Sovereignty.”
