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Get out and vote on May 14 for National Assembly members: Premier
TAIPEI, May 5 – Premier Frank Hsieh called on the public to realize the importance of the May 14 National Assembly election and reminded everyone to cast their ballots. 
Speaking at a weekly Cabinet meeting, Hsieh said that the mission of the ad hoc National Assembly is to consider a constitutional amendment package adopted by the Legislative Yuan last August.
Items in the package include reducing the number of legislative seats from the present 225 to 113 and adopting a “single seat, two votes” legislative electoral system starting with the seventh legislature to be elected in 2007, as well as phasing out the National Assembly to allow for popular referendums on future constitutional amendments. 
Twelve political parties and groups are participating in the election to vie for 300 seats in the mission-oriented National Assembly, which will be allotted to the various parties and groups based on the proportion of votes they each garner in the election.
