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Police arrest 'Bullwild' poison suspect
Police revealed yesterday they had detained a 40-year-old man, Wang Chin-chan, suspected of having spiked energy drinks with cyanide, killing one person and hospitalizing 3 others. 
Hsien Ing-dan, Director-General of National Police Agency, confirmed yesterday interrogators were grilling Wang who authorities believe left poisoned drinks at several convenience stores in the Taichung area. 
Meanwhile, a local cable station reported that police were still trying to find evidence connecting the suspect to the crime. 
The station cited information from the Bureau of Immigration under the Ministry of the Interior, which revealed Wang had left for China one day after he allegedly laced the “Bullwild” drinks with cyanide and returned to Taiwan on May 24.
Led by Hou You-yi, Commissioner of Criminal Investigation Bureau, the police arrested Wang at his house, in Jhonghe City of Taipei County.
Cardinal Tien Hospital, Taipei County, confirmed that Wang was formerly employed as a driver at the hospital.
Kuo Hsiao-feng, a hospital director denied that Wang could have sourced the cyanide from the hospital.
