	1. Having invited experts and scholars to assess the situation, the children's festival organizers are aware that in a county of just 460,000 people the ideal number of festival goers is around 800,000. 
2. Historian Daniel Boorstin has said that in society today, there are many heroes who are overshadowed by celebrities. 
3. Lai points out that in Taiwan today there is a plethora of famous doctors. 
4. We can see from these situations that many clinic visits are unnecessary."
5. "Everyone seems to believe that the more medication a doctor prescribes, the better it is. 
6. Lai says that on one occasion when he served as a volunteer physician for Tzu Chi in its program to provide medical consultations to residents of mountain villages, a patient complained to him of a dry mouth, insomnia, and a sense of disorientation. 
7. Lai points out that 30 to 50 minutes are spent examining a patient abroad, while in Taiwan a paltry three to five minutes is given to the examination.
8. Lai points out that when people in Taiwan see three doctors for the same ailment, they are not motivated by a desire to obtain a second opinion, as is encouraged in other countries. 
9. In fact, Lai believes that being a doctor carries obligations to do certain things and to avoid doing others, and staying true to one's own ideals means discovering an approach that balances the demands of the system. 
10. Lai hopes that medical students will remain steadfast, and not give in to the temptation to relax their standards, but instead patiently wait until the health care system takes a turn for the better.
11. Wang Shu-chen recalls that when Yen Yung-chuan was in fifth grade, the school principal noticed that after class, this outstanding student would often squat in front of a flowerbed observing its plants and insects. 
12. Wang observed that unlike other children from broken homes, Yung-chuan was not depressed. Instead, he was well spoken and courteous and would always take the initiative in saying hello to his teachers. 
13. " His "aunty" says that even if you go to university, you're not guaranteed a job and asks what Yung-chuan's chances for the future would be if, coming as he does from a poor family, he failed to study hard and get into a public university.
14. Chen Feng-chu says that when Yung-chuan wants to play he doesn't always hit the books of his own accord. 
15. On the contrary, it shows that you've had to rely on your own hard work. 
16. Seeing what a vivacious and articulate boy Yung-chuan is today, it's hard to imagine that his biological mother is foreign, that he was brought up by foster parents, and that his father is disabled. 
17. Nor does Yung-chuan think that the children of foreign wives are less capable than most Taiwanese children: "We also have two eyes, two ears and one nose. 
18. My elder cousin even says that the children of mixed parents tend to be smarter and better looking!"
19. Chen Feng-chu takes great comfort in Yung-chuan's all-round excellence, but she can't help worrying that as she and her husband become infirm with age, they will be unable to support his further studies. 
20. He says that listening to music till he falls asleep is the best way to wind down, because the next day he wakes up refreshed and carefree.
21. He hopes that after he grows up and starts earning money, he'll be able to study music and become a musician.
22. On a visit to Kuching, the historic capital of Sarawak in East Malaysia, we find that the same holds true there as well. 
23. "It's the teachers who've got it toughest," says Moh Fok-choi, principal of Kuching Chung Hua Primary School No. 3, who explains that a single teacher is usually responsible for all math and science courses, regardless whether they're taught in Chinese or English, so the new system naturally adds to the teacher's workload. 
24. Moh acknowledges that increased exposure to English naturally improves the children's proficiency, but feels that the jury is still out on the question of whether the change will whittle away at the edge in math and science that Chinese students have….

25. It is generally estimated that some 60,000 non-Chinese children attend Malaysia's 1200 Chinese primary schools, accounting for about one-tenth of all students. 
26. The most common interpretation is that, in addition to China's rise as an economic power in recent years, which means that mastery of Chinese will make a person more competitive in the job market, a second key factor is that the teachers at Chinese-medium primary schools are very serious about their jobs, the schools are very tightly run, and students' academic performance is outstanding. 
27. Principal Moh, for example, reports that his school, in response to an increase in the number of non-Chinese students in recent years, asked the board of trustees to build a kindergarten next door to give non-Chinese pre-primary youngsters exposure to Chinese and reduce their linguistic difficulties upon entry into primary one.
28. They both say that another language is another skill, and besides, they've been learning the languages since they were little, so it doesn't seem difficult. 
29. To ensure that their students are able to get into Malaysian universities, many independent secondary schools have adopted a dual track system, preparing their students simultaneously to take the government test. 
30. Many schools and parents support the change, and feel that "it had to be done to respond to the trend of internationalization." 
31. Fang Hon-kai, a scholar of Chinese education based in Kuching, writes that parents send their children to independent secondary schools because they want them to have a solid command of three languages. 
32. In addition, while the independent secondary schools have built a reputation for excellent education on the strength of the Dong Jiao Zong's Unified Examination system, many people charge that their longstanding emphasis on test scores has prompted them to overlook the true essence of education. 
33. He explains that the main objectives of education reform in the independent secondary schools are threefold.
34. During the second half, they rack their brains trying to ensure that their company will be managed well after they are gone. 
35. At t he stockholder’s meeting of the Acer Group held on June 17, board chairman Stan Shih reaffirmed that this was his last meeting as chairman and that he would be retiring at the end of the year.
36. Some worried that the Acer Group would be leaderless. 
37. Others said that Wang Yung-ching, chairman of the Formosa Plastics Group, has still not retired although he will soon turn 90. Stan Shih looks forty-something, so he would stay on or that his son would take over from him.
38. Small shareholders were very insistent that Stan Shih should stay at the helm, but he wouldn’t change his mind, saying that company bosses had always passed the baton from generation to generation as a symbol of the company’s continued vitality. 
39. He added that BenQ’s K.Y. Lee Wistron Corporation’s Simon Lin, and the Acer Group’s J.T. Wang are all “pupils who surpass their teachers.” 
40. In this book, Shih stresses that in Taiwan many first-generation entrepreneurs continue to exercise control behind the scenes after going into retirement. 
41. Shih comments that there are many successful family-owned companies around the world. 
42. But because the high-tech industry is forever changing and needs the most talented people, 15 years ago he decided that he would not pass on the succession to a member of his own family.
43. Shih explains that he has decided to make a professional manager his successor to break with tradition, and because it’s necessary. 
44. As for the role of his children, Stan Shih says that they will carry out their duties as shareholders to the full, and will succeed him as directors at the appropriate time. 
45. Shih thinks that the difference between Taiwan and the US is that “America is a mature society. 
46. Self-deprecatingly, Shih says that he has lost at least NT$100 billion as a result of bad business decisions. 
47. Shih jests that he will naturally shoulder whatever responsibility comes his way, but he will also let others share responsibility because “it makes me feel better when everyone’s in the same boat.”

48. Shih says that it’s lonely at the top. 
49. A survey by the MOI’s Department of Social Affairs showed that in 2004 there was an elderly housing demand of 7,361 persons, but the number of units offered by both public and private sources fell far short of that mark, with places for only 1,545 people available. 
50. Huang Ping-fu says that at the moment there are only a few dozen seniors and their families living there. 
51. Pan Wen-chi, the deputy director of social services, points out that although some seniors arrive somewhat unwillingly, being with friends on of the same age is better than living a lonely existence at home.
52. They felt that Dad, who was in robust health and a vigorous walker, really didn’t need to “to go prison.” 
53. Mrs. Yang says that all her five kids were grown and had their own families, but her husband still like a lot of activity. 
54. Tsao Szu-mei, director of the Yang-Ming Senior Citizen Apartments, says that the age when children looked after their parents is past. 
55. He points out that business view profit as its top priority. 
56. Glancing at the bus stop's smart LCD_display, he sees that his bus won't be arriving for another 15 minutes, so he heads back into the air-conditioned confines of the MRT station to escape the heat.
57. As a result, riders have asked that the bus routes that they take regularly be included among those equipped with these services.
58. Chinese officials have already stipulated that all rental cars in Beijing during that time be equipped with GPS systems.
59. The Industrial Technology Research Institute's Industrial Economics and Knowledge Center forecasts that this year the production value of CPS products manufactured by Taiwanese vendors home and abroad will reach NT$37.8 billion, with production volume hitting 8.53 million units.
60. Changhua County patrolman Chou Pai-huang states that with the positioning systems, the average time from the dispatch center's receiving a report of an incident to the dispatched patrol car's arrival at the scene has been reduced from file original 15 minutes to just seven. 
61. In addition, when the police receive a call from a foreign bride reporting domestic abuse, and the woman cannot speak Chinese and is not familiar with how to give an address, the GPS system combined with Chunghwa Telecom's address display system for incoming calls means that if she is using a home or public phone, the police can instantly pinpoint where she is and dispatch file nearest patrol car to the scene.
62. Someday, business owners might demand that GPS equipment be installed in employee automobiles or mobile phones.
63. In 1996, the US Federal Communications Commission announced that mobile phone systems would have to include positioning functionality by 2005, forcing mobile phone vendors to develop technologies needed to integrate CPS features into mobile phones. 
64. It is projected that GPS-equipped mobile phones will grow rapidly in popularity over the next several years.
65. Latitudinal and longitudinal positioning ensures that errors that may occur when asking the way due to misunderstanding or just plain bad directions can be avoided. 
66. The family lived in military housing in Yuanshan, Taipei at a time when many were leaving such communities, making his neighborhood a quiet and lonely place, and Chu recalls that he mostly played by himself. 
67. Chu recalls that as soon as his brother would turn on the computer, he would be there watching. 
68. During his five years at university (he jokes that he went through college with the attitude of one going to a five-year vocational program), Chu became a well-known figure on campus, leading the debating society as well as the student society for his department in putting on a series of university-wide events. 
69. It turned out that prior to 1997, no one had ever translated it into Chinese.
70. Having persuaded the ad agency to take him on even though he had graduated with an electrical engineering degree, he found that his talents were beginning to be appreciated there.
71. But only after conversing in depth with Chu does one realize that he is a person who understands how to utilize his own talents and not be hemmed in by his circumstances. 
72. It turned out that there were even bigger things on the horizon for him.
73. Translators around the globe agree that this is one of the most difficult works to translate.
74. The publisher half-believingly accepted his offer, never imagining that this translation would build on the popularity of the films and go on to sell 600,000 copies,….

75. Just when people thought that Chu had identified himself for good with the fantasy movement, he surprised them again.
76. It is hoped that professors can utilize there materials in their teaching and perhaps even attracted the support of Dr. Ovid J.L. Tzeng, vice president of the Academia Sinica, who has taken on the role of convener of the project’s approval committee.
77. Chu says that his wealth has brought him freedom to do what he really wants to do, which is “to do things that help others.” 
78. One bank employee revealed that in the large bank where he worked 65% of the more than 8,000 staff were temp workers.
79. The biggest domestic online employment website, 104 Job Bank, recently published the results of a survey showing that 31.8% of the staff carrying out "non-core activities" in the financial industry, such as telemarketing, business promotion and debt collection, are temp workers. 
80. Steven Su, general manager of 10410b Bank's Talent Search Group, points out that the company so far this year has seen a huge increase in telephone inquiries from businesses.
81. When you walk into any company office in Taiwan today you will see that the cleaning and security work is done almost entirely by people from outside. 
82. With several decades of experience in human resource planning, these foreign companies stress that effective solutions to industry manpower needs, whether it's top-level management headhunting, ordinary recruitment and training or even temp labor to help industry with seasonal or temporary manpower needs, all fit within the scope of their service.
83. A look at their list of clients reveals that they have "bagged" just about every important financial and high-tech company in the country.
84. Three years ago a survey conducted by the Council of Labor Affairs on businesses that use middle/senior (45-65 years old) temp workers showed that they were used in adjusting manpower needs to jibe with changes in business or the overall economic situation, and by so doing companies were able to save on severance pay outlays and pension contributions.
85. Chen Wen-fen, general manager for Adecco Taiwan, thinks that during an age of intense competition in every industrial sector, costs must be continually reduced to meet falling profits. 
86. Ongg thinks that the polarization into "core" and "non-core" personnel is already an inexorable trend in the work place, and this trend is a harbinger of the continued expansion of the temp labor market in Taiwan.
87. Chen Wen-fen emphasizes that "because talent is business's biggest resource, too high a proportion of temp workers means the company has no core competitive strength at all."
88. Also, although the Labor Standards Act clearly stipulates that temp workers can organize a union within the temping agency they work for, because they are employed for different periods of time and are dispersed among client companies, it is difficult for them to find time to hook up with each other. "Setting up a union is just impossible.
89. This April while interpellating an official, a legislator pointed out that one OTC listed company had a workforce made up of 80% temp workers, and requested the….

90. In order to clarify the chaotic temp labor scene, at the national service industry conference at the end of last year, the Council for Economic Planning and Development concluded that it would develop a policy to guide the development of the temp industry and scheduled this year for drawing up the relevant legislation.
91. That's because they know that laws always have loopholes, and that the less modem government controls, the better. 
92. Chen Chin-hsien explains that Singapore and Canada want small fruit of "special" quality, while Shanghai consumers, like Taiwan consumers, prefer large atemoyas, and the X-large grade is meant for them.
93. This means that while the export numbers dropped 60%, the monetary value rose by 30%.
94. "Many fruit farmers from Yuching Township, Tainan, already know that numbers need not be high for export sales. 
95. COA statistics show that in 2003 the value of Taiwan agricultural products shipped to Japan was US$1.2 billion, which represented 37% of total agricultural exports.
96. A dose look at Taiwan agricultural exports to Japan shows that fishery products top the list at about USS 1.017 billion. 
97. Once farmers saw that domestic prices were good, they were unwilling to supply produce to exporters, who laid down all kinds of strict conditions. 
98. Government agricultural officials hope that complete and rigorous quality management will raise the competitiveness of agricultural products and boost farm profits. 
99. Huang Tzu-bin points out that in recent years orders for Taiwan frozen vegetables have dropped off in the face of low-price competition from mainland China and Thailand. 
100. Chen Ching-shan, chairman of the Hsinhu cooperative farm at Yunlin, who went to Singapore to survey the export market, points out that head lettuce is not suited to hot climates. The US has an extensive growing area and, coordinating with the seasons, can supply Japan with 7,000 metric tons a year. 
101. To regain the glory years of Taiwan banana exports, the COA has announced that from this year it will open up the Japanese banana market to businesses outside the Taiwan Fruit Marketing Cooperative.
102. COA international affairs department director-general Huang Tzu-bin points out that Japan imports some 75 million cases of bananas yearly, only 1.5 million of which come from Taiwan. 
103. Huang Tzu-bin says that sales of agricultural products to mainland China constitute 8% of Taiwan's total production value. 
104. With the 15% represented by export sales to Hong Kong added in, this means that already one fourth of all agricultural products depend on the Chinese market. 
105. Aside from overdependence on export sales, an issue of greater concern in Huang Tzu-bin's view is the prospect of mainland China turning around and, on the principle of trade reciprocity, demanding that Taiwan open its markets to mainland-produced rice, mushrooms, garlic and other sensitive agricultural products that Taiwan produces in large quantities. 
106. Professor Lei Li-fen of National Taiwan University's Department of Agricultural Economics has written that in the future, no matter what structure is discussed with mainland officials, we must hold fast to the principle that we "cannot allow the mainland to lead the talks to their own advantage.' 
107. Chu Jung-chang, director of the Nanchang orchid farm in Taitung, says that last year 28 different groups from the mainland visited the farm. 
108. Chu says that the Fujian Provincial Government has built 165,000 square meters (1.8 million square feet) of greenhouses on the coast and is pressing him to make a 50% investment and operate them as a partner with the local government. 
109. After talking with her, the tour leader discovered that this old lady had in fact been born in Hualien. 
110. She explained that when her mother fell pregnant, her father happily built the soon-to-be family a new house. 
111. To those farmers who had worked the lands of Hualien for over 30 years and sworn that this was to be their final resting place, this was a bolt from the blue.
112. Some people with type 2 diabetes find that their symptoms gradually worsen even after taking medication, and have to take regular insulin injection to manage the disease.
113. Frank Chiahung Mao, a lactose specialist and professor at the department of Veterinary Medicine at National Chung Hsing Universtiy (NCHU), notes that a high blood sugar level is merely a symptom of diabetes. 
114. Mao thinks that to get at the root of the problem and ultimately cure diabetes, we have to improve glucose absorption.
115. They later showed that this complex of vitamins, amino acids, and trivalent chromium plays a key role in activating insulin receptors and also reduces blood sugar levels. 
116. Mao notes that the human body, particularly bone marrow, contains trace amounts of chromium, which are gradually depleted during the aging process. 
117. Clinical trials of the effect of GTF milk powder conducted on more than 150 patients with mild and severe diabetes at National Taiwan University Hospital, National Cheng Kung University Hospital, Tri-Service General Hospital, and Taichung Veterans General Hospital haven shown that after ingesting GTF milk powder, the fasting blood sugar level is reduced by 15 to 20 milligrams for every 100 milliliters of blood. GTF milk powder proved reasonably effective in women and elderly people and very effective in people with high blood sugar levels caused by temporary stress.
118. It’s said that a good doctor practices preventive medicine. 
119. Lai Chin-lin, a graduate of National Taiwan University’s Department of Political Science and two-time member of the Legislative Yuan who is currently deputy minister at the Council of Labor Affairs (CLA), says that it has taken many years of hard work for the new pension system to be introduced. 
120. Surveys showed that under the old system, most retirees spent the entirety of their maximum lump-sum payment of NT$ 1.8 million within two years. 
121. Under the old system, the Labor Insurance scheme guarantees that employees are paid their pension based on the number of months they have worked. 
122. We hope that as many working people as possible will participate in the new pension scheme and pay 6% of their salary into their pension fund. 
123. They are waiting for the bride to toss her bouquet, each one hoping that she will be the one to catch those very symbolic flowers, each one hoping that she will receive her own wedding blessings while the other guests look on. 
124. The flower arrangements are perhaps one of the most important parts of this fundamental rite, for they symbolize that from this moment forward, this couple will be not just legally but divinely blessed. 
125. They know that the two are loyal to one another, that they look out for and take care of each other. 
126. They also know that it's just a matter of time until they too marry. 
127. She explains that the two of them usually keep their money separate, but this time opened a joint account. 
128. Pi-chi, a university senior who has been living with his girlfriend for two years, admits that the main advantages of living together are financial and sexual. 
129. Pi-chi explains that when he and his girlfriend first met, they made frequent use of hotels. 
130. But once they graduate, cohabitants discover that society at large is also unprepared to accept this kind of modern "quasi-marriage." 
131. Taiwanese society, which remains ambivalent about cohabitation, probably doesn't realize that in the West cohabitation and marriage began to develop at the same time. 
132. One of these groups, LivingTogether, recommends that couples write up and sign an agreement before they move in together or make a major purchase together, in order to avoid property disputes during a break-up or if one partner dies.
133. ARI researchers have discovered that rice germ and rice bran are good at cleansing, moisturizing, whitening and softening the skin, as well as stimulating the skin's metabolism. 
134. FRI, notes that fish scales are made up of more than 50% collagen, and the collagen extracted from them is more than 95% pure. 
135. The Fisheries Research Institute has learned that Germany can only extract the collagen from fish skin, which gives the cosmetics a slightly fishy smell. 
136. Chai Huey-jine, a technician with the FRI, points out that currently marketed collagen is billed as permeating deeply into the skin. 
137. FRI points out that seaweed contains polysaccharides, polyphenols, peptides, and amino acids, which invigorate cells and function as antioxidants.
138. Chen Jung-hui, a professor of nutrition, at NTOU, explains that the key to a cosmetic's effectiveness lies in how well the skin can absorb it.
139. When it comes to getting rid of blemishes, Chen stresses that when melanocytes (pigment-producing cells) in people's skin are exposed to ultraviolet light it triggers a complex chemical reaction that causes dark spots.
140. It was only then that they realized that there wasn't much understanding about Gracilaria. Gracilaria is what Taiwanese fish farmers commonly use to feed their crops of abalone. 
141. But when it pushed the seaweed cosmetics research plan, it discovered that Gracilaria had many advantages: it can protect against ultraviolet light and promotes healthy and white skin.
142. Wu Chwen-hemg, head of the food processing group at the FRI, believes that using Cracilaria in cosmetics with deep sea water taken off Taitung's coastline may increase its value by more than 1,000 times.
143. Sinica ethnographer Hu Tat-Ii, who has three documentaries under her belt, points out that documentary makers face a variety of problems and challenges when they try to show their films commercially. 
144. Despite its less-than-ideal box office performance, Hu insisted that her next movie Sounds of Love and Sorrow and this year's Stone Dream be shown in cinemas, because having spent years making them, she doesn't want to see them end up like somebody's dissertation, put on a shelf never to be heard of again. 
145. Hu's experience in selling her documentaries to commercial cinemas demonstrates that the times have changed. 
146. They felt that the films didn't make any money, because they were aimed at a miniscule market segment, so directors didn't waste their time on publicity.
147. Lee Daw-ming, associate professor in the Taipei National University of the Arts Graduate School of Filmmaking and a well-known documentary director, points out that developments in documentaries over the past few years are a global phenomenon and can be regarded as a reaction to and a rejection of Hollywood's flashy, superficial films.
148. Full Shot Communication Foundation CEO Tsar Ching-ju explains that in addition to the arduous and complex tasks of hunting down capital and publicizing films, directors have to dig into their own pockets to rent projecting equipment which they then lend to theaters (whose equipment isn't suited to showing documentaries). 
149. Yang Yi-che, producer of the Public Television documentary Taiwan's Student Movements, explains that not only is scraping up money difficult, advertisers for mainstream commercial movies are reluctant to invest in documentaries, because it's difficult to judge whether or not they will get any return on their investment. 
150. Tsai Ching-ju explains that documentaries are not made with the goal of making money in mind. 
151. He explains that the budgets available to directors in Taiwan to produce documentaries are pathetic. 
152. Chang believes that in Taiwan, the excessive number of television channels diffuses resources and the lack of standards forces everyone to do their own thing, making it impossible to improve the technology or techniques used.
153. Lie laid it on the line to the audience, explaining that the National Geographic Channel's goal was entertainment.
154. Lee Daw-ming also stresses that in the battle for viewers, TV channels have formulaic ways of thinking and of producing films to ensure a certain degree of composition and watch ability in each documentary. 
155. They hoped that after witnessing the painstaking labor of the Taiwanese farmers recorded ill Let It Be, people would buy Taiwanese rice the next time they went grocery shopping.
156. He hopes that last year's box office hit Life will make audiences take documentaries seriously, rather than consider them a flash-in-the-pan sensation.
157. Former NTU horticulture professor Chen Chung, who planned and implemented these methods, points out that traditional soil conservation employs stepped contour terraces, hillside drainage ditches, and surface grass coverage to reduce soil loss (see illustration, p.44). 
158. Chen Chung believes that the small cultivated plots of traditional farming make it difficult to use efficient, labor-saving technologies and thus hinder competitiveness in international markets. 
159. That means proper selection of sites and attention to water conservation, and the Meifeng experience shows that needless calamities are indeed preventable. 
160. In view of social trends and the impact of Taiwan’s future accession to the WTO, it was decided that the NTU farm would switch to eco-experience tours and environmental education: thus was born the “Meifeng Eco-Experience Camp.”
161. The study found that 7.47% of the population over 15 has diabetes. 
162. Tai points out that the time Taiwan’s first diabetes survey was undertaken in 1970, most victims were in the middle-aged and elderly population. 
163. However, in recent years, it has been discovered that the segment of the population afflicted by diabetes is growing broader.
164. A survey by Chuang Lee-ming, an internist at NTUH, found that Type 2 diabetes—which in the past had been considered a disease of adults—has in recent years surpassed Type 1 diabetes to become the predominant form of the disease in children.
165. Chuang’s research demonstrates that poor diet and obesity are strongly correlated with the increase in incidence of Type 2 diabetes in children. 
166. Although the precise causes of diabetes remain a mystery, most studies indicate that modern lifestyles and living environments, as well as hereditary factors, play a role.
167. Tai Tong-yuan, who been researching diabetes for more than 30 years, points out that diabetes prevalence is closely related to the level of economic development, Westernization of diet, and urbanization. 
168. The thrifty gene theory hypothesizes that because of harsh living conditions in Asian countries during ancient times, individuals with a genetic endowment that enabled them to more efficiently store fat as a hedge against times when food was scarce were more likely to survive the natural selection process to reproduce.
169. Tsai Shih-tzer, a doctor in the Department of endocrinology and Metabolism at Veterans General Hospital Taipei, points out that although, according to estimates, there are close to 1 million diabetes sufferers in Taiwan, National Health Insurance data show that diabetes patients under medication number only 600,000 to 700,000.
170. In other words, excepting persons whose diabetes is mild enough to require medication, roughly 30 to 40% of all diabetes victims are not even aware that they have the condition.
171. Ignoring undiagnosed patients, even persons who recognize that they have diabetes do not all actively seek treatment.
172. Tai points out that exercise not only burns calories but it also reduces the body’s resistance to insulin, allowing the hormone to exert its effects. 
173. When she subsequently received a physical examination, she unexpectedly learned that she had diabetes.
174. There are studies showing that a quarter of diabetes patients have retinal ailments at the time their diabetes is diagnosed. Clogging of peripheral arteries, impaired wound healing and bacterial infections often lead to foot ailments in diabetes patients. 
175. Tai says that unlike the treatment of infectious diseases, where success or failure depends largely on the skill of the physician, the efficacy of diabetes treatment rests most mostly with the patient.
176. In earlier times, because there was no one to provide guidance, some patients even thought that insulin injection solution was supposed to be drunk, relates Sugar Piyun Li, a certified diabetes educator with the Formosan Diabetes Care Foundation. 
177. Wang Yi-ching, a nurse at NTHU’s Diabetes Rehabilitation Center, notes that because of our distinctive dietary culture, Chinese dishes generally contain a large number of different foods, rather than a single ingredient.
178. Dr. Tsai Shih-tzer of Veterans’ General Hospital, who is also director of the Taiwanese Association of Diabetes Educators, believes that the fact that 12% of health care resources are used by diabetics, who make up less than 5% of the general population, shows that Taiwan provides an adequate level of support to diabetics.
179. They worry that companies just want to hire “atypical workers.”
180. A survey of countries around the world shows that delaying retirement and breaking through the retirement age limit is the trend of the future. 
181. If we compare these findings with those of a 1996 survey conducted by the Ministry of the Interior on living conditions of the elderly, we find that 64% of the elderly “life with their children,” and 48% depend upon their children for support,” but that there was a yearly downward trend. 
182. Hsin points out that research by the OECD also shows that no matter how much a government might invest, it only exacerbates inequality of income distribution since it’s the able people who get the most benefit. 
183. Schwartz also notes that older workers need less training than young ones, and that the over-50s represent the fastest growing group of Internet users. 
184. Hsu Hsiao-te, head of the National Palace Museum Cultural Arts Fund, which markets the products, says that the museum has carried more than 2,000 items, and currently more than 1,000 are on offer. 
185. The museum hopes that by licensing, it can cash in on the "Asia fever" now sweeping the globe.
186. Yang Meng-ju, a physician at An-Der, points out that the time spent on dialysis affects its quality and the patient’s survival. 
187. He explains that although there is a feeling of helplessness while he lied their receiving dialysis, and occasionally he will experience discomfort from falling blood pressure of cramps in his calves (caused by an excessive loss of water from the body over a short period of time), he has a healthy attitude, enabling him to accept the fact that his illness will be with him for his entire life.
188. Yang Wu-chang, chief of the Section of Nephrology at Veterans General Hospital and former director of the Taiwan Society of Nephrology, estimates that by 2015, the number of dialysis patients in Taiwan may increase to around 70,000.
189. He points out that the aging of populations and the rise in the survival rates of dialysis patients are indicators of the progress of modern medicine. 
190. There are even some people who propose that payouts for dialysis should be halted for those over 65 years of age. 
191. In addition, social insurance programs had not been established at that point, meaning that the majority of uremia patients did not have the god fortune to receive this high-tech treatment.
192. Veterans General Hospital’s Yang Wu-chang points out that according to studies carried out by several hospitals such as VGH, Kaohsiung Medical University Hospital, and Shin Kong Wu Hosu Memorial Hospital, patients receiving dialysis because of diabetes are hospitalized an average of 1.1 times each year. 
193. Lin Ja-liang, a professor of nephrology and director of the Division of Clinical Toxicology at the Chang Gung Memorial Hospital’s Linkou Medical Center, states that this situation reflects the problems with the care provided by physicians and patients’ inadequate knowledge about how to stay healthy.
194. Yang Wu-chang also points out that NSAIDs inhibit the secretion of prostaglandin, causing dilation of renal blood vessels and influencing blood circulation. 
195. At the 18th Joint Annual Conference of Biomedical Sciences two years ago, Shin Kong Hospital presented a report on this syndrome, hypothesizing that aristolochic acid was the main culprit.
196. Shin Kong Hospital’s study of kidney biopsies from the hospital’s dialysis and kidney transplant patients found that 28% showed signs of diabetes complications, and 27% of Chinese herb nephropathy. 
197. When most people hear that they will have to undergo dialysis, they try to avoid it if possible, afraid that once they start, it will mean a lifetime of dialysis. 
198. Tsai Ming-hung, a doctor at Taipei Show Chwan Hospital’s dialysis center, points out that the objective of dialysis is to maintain life, and it cannot save the kidneys. 
199. Yang Wu-chang points out that during the initial period after a transplant, the risk of infection is higher due to lowered immunity, and the mortality rate is correspondingly higher. 
200. Her physician recommended that she return to dialysis, but she resisted, unwilling to once again pass her days undergoing the treatment. 
201. Some people criticized such practices, asserting that dialysis in Taiwan was undertaken too casually, even giving rise to suspicions that doctors might be “encouraging” patients to receive dialysis so that the doctors could obtain NHI payouts. 
202. . When patients hear that they need dialysis, the first thing they do is not to prepare the dialysis shunt, but seek out fold remedies and Chinese herbal medicines.
203. Yang suspects that respirator care for critical illnesses of life-saving attempts also consume NT$20 billion in NHI payouts in a year. 
204. He often visited until he discovered that the Buddhist figure shown in the poster was scheduled to be sold to the Louvre Museum by a collector in Thailand. 
205. Lin recalls that when the final vehicle transporting the collection from Peng’s house was about to depart, Peng Kai-dong, despite his advanced years and the evening’s chilling drizzle, stood outside of bid farewell to the Buddhist images that kept him company for half of a century.
206. Hsieh Wen-hui, head of the TCHA points out that outpatient clinics account for 70% of district hospitals’ income. 
207. The BNHI, however, has decreed that in order to receive the full amount of reimbursement, district hospitals must conform to the same ratio of outpatients to inpatients as large hospitals (44:45). 
208. This agreement guarantees that the reimbursement that the hospital receives for a quarter will be equal to what it received in the same quarter the previous year. 
209. The BNHI points out that from July to September of this year, complaints field by the public increased exponentially, with almost 100 filed in September alone at Taichung Veterans General Hospital. 
210. The association of Medical centers released a statement asserting that practices such as referring patients with chronic illness to “strategically allied” district hospitals, or limiting the number of outpatients who can be seen by each doctor to 60 per session, have been adopted in an attempt to coordinate with national health care policy. 
211. They claim that the BNHI views the hospitals’ approach as refusal to treat patients and therefore enforced strict penalties, unreasonably placing medical centers in a no-win situation.
212. DOH deputy minister Chen Tsai-chin said that as the hours for outpatient service are limited, restricting the number of persons who can register might qualify as “reasonable,” but patients requiring critical care cannot be refused, as this violates a physician’ duty to save patients’ lives.
213. Looking to the future, it seems to be a foregone conclusion that NHI premiums will have to increase to ensure that hospitals can survive, the public can get needed medical care, and the NHI program itself can stay solvent. 
214. Li Chih-che says that although the bulk of Taiwan’s domestic scented tea production seems to be based in Huatan, every summer the local tea-makers have to get tealeaves shipped down for preparation before the jasmine buds can be fully processed. 
215. Martin Chiang, head of the Mt. Pakua Cultural Association, believes that the industry’s best bet for survival is tourism.
216. When they were just getting things going, they realized that the old farms didn’t necessarily have to be used just for fish rearing. 
217. So to help her get a better idea of what she needed to do, she visited artistic brickwork studios throughout central Taiwan, and found that brickwork as an art from actually has a long history. 
218. As far as Lias is concerned, bricks are a very fundamental part of culture—when the terracotta warriors and horses were discovered in the tombs in Xi’an, the bases were found to have been made of brick, indicating that brickmaking was already fully fledged as far back as the Qin dynasty.
219. ” Displeased, he declared that the name was to be shortened to Kadan, and written with different characters. 
220. The elderly say that when you were taking the train, 'If you smelled face powder, you knew you had arrived in Hsinchu." 
221. He began to realize that the government here was different... none of the stubborn conservatism that you find in most bureaucracies. 
222. He felt that the banks of the Ilan River would play a vital role in changing Ilan City's destiny, because once the Taipei-Ilan Expressway opened, the uninspiring old part of the city might just be relegated to catching dust.
223. For instance, when the county government wanted to convert an abandoned pig farm into Hsiti's community center, Huang felt that a community center cannot exist independently of the local culture, so he divided it up into units in imitation of a traditional residential complex. 
224. Huang believes that architecture extends a lifelong invitation. As long as your intentions are good and you stay the course, you'll bear good fruit regardless of when you join the race.
225. From a distance, this low-key structure hidden in the woods appears simple and unadorned, but entering the backyard, you suddenly realize that the mansion is mounted on stilts extending into a carp-filled pond below.
226. Closer inspection reveals that this complex houses Chiaohsi's household registration office, health bureau, and community study center.
227. Working here, you find that there are no computerized controls on the doors, no central air conditioning, not even a time clock. 
228. As far as business goes, many entre-preneurs agree that in bidding for rest stops, the central region is the first consideration, followed by the north, with people heading into the city.
229. Uni-President's 7-Eleven group manager Shen You-min notes that in order to break the locally held stereotype of rest stops all being disreputable and shady, everything sold at Tungshan is priced in line with normal prices. 
230. To look at its streets during working hours, you wouldn’t know that this is China’s third city in terms of exports. 
231. When Taiwanese manufacturers heard that factory space could be rented for RMB4-9 per square meter per month, they flocked to Dongguan. 
232. Lee-in Chen Chiu, research fellow at the Chung-Hua Institution for Economic Research and a long-time observer for industrial development on both sides of the Taiwan Strait, notes that “relocating constantly in search of cheap labor will not solve the problem in the long term.” 
233. Mr. Lin says that thanks to piecework pay rates and double pay for overtime hours, the skilled workers in his factory can make up to RMB1200 a month, which is far more than the RMB700-800 they would get in other factories.
234. Chao Wei-nan explains that the ghree principal legal problems faced by Taiwanese businesses are labor laws and regulations, taxes, and customs duties.
235. The studies have found that in the districts under the jurisdiction of the Dongguan City Government, the social, legal, economic, and management risks are higher than in other regions in mainland China. Of the 62 districts covered by the study, Dongguan and environs came last.
236. Numerous studies indicate that technology-intensive industries such as the telecommunications, computer and electronic equipment industries, as well as the chemicals and fiber industries, have seen their profit margins drop to around 4%.
237. Chao notes that the number of companies registered with the Taiwanese business association of Dongguan rose from 3158 in 2002 to 3350 in 2003. 
238. Y.T. Chen says that small companies draw big ones and Taiwanese ones draw foreign ones to China: “If the methods to attract business are becoming more and more flexible, it’s largely thanks to the advice of Taiwanese businesspeople. 
239. Such close ties mean that the decision to leave the Pearl River Delta is particularly agonizing for Taiwanese businesspeople.
240. One Taiwanese entrepreneur reveals, “If it weren’t because they are afraid that local officials might turn hostile, the Delta Electronics factory in Dongguan, which employs more than 20,000 people, might have closed down long ago.”
241. Meanwhile, the BOC clearly requires that policies be executed by ministries and that coordination be performed by councils. 
242. Many officials may be thinking that their original positions were comfortable, and be worried about changes coming in the future. Nobody likes this sense of uncertainty. 
243. I have always thought that whatever my current position was, it would not be the final one in my life—that in the future I might have an even greater opportunity to demonstrate my abilities. 
244. Sitting at a street corner, sipping a wonderfully fragrant coffee, it’s hard to imagine that this artistic little place was, at the start of the 80s, home to 2000 run-down and overgrown buildings, with 70% of the houses in this 40-hectare area abandoned.
245. Eventually he decided that the best place to try and make his dream reality was his hometown of Lungching, next to his alma mater, despite the fact that the area was hardly a cultural treasure-chest, nor did it have any real sense of community.

246. Pai believed that if he could get the residents to start really thinking about how their homes looked, and get them eager to get their families back into town, it wouldn’t matter how the actual renovation turned out—more important than that was the sense of community and of confidence it would bring back to the town.
247. Proudly, Pai notes that while business areas in Taichung City, like Tzuyou Road, had periods of prosperity, they eventually tailed off, whereas in LIhsiangkuo there’s nary a closed shop.
248. At the moment, recent arrivals who have moved to the area ready to take up jobs at the science park are having to vie with students of neighboring Tunghai University for apartments, and it’s clear to see that in the next few years, as the park continues to grow, there will be an astonishing number of people moving to the both traffic and business opportunities.
249. In April of last year, a confidential document from the LIS Department of Defense warned that by 2020 climate change could lead to large-scale food and water shortages.
250. President Bush believed that unless the Kyoto mechanism was applied to developing countries, especially China and India, which would see large increases in energy demand in the future, even LIS achievement of emission reduction targets would not be enough to counter the growth in global greenhouse gas emissions. 
251. Liu Chung-ming, director of the Global Change Research Center at National Taiwan University, states that the government's policy on industry's responses to greenhouse gas emissions start with the goal of avoiding international sanctions, making them overly reactive in nature. 
252. He suggests that this campaign to save the planet be seen instead from the perspective of national advancement and the creation of business opportunities.

253. They noted that if the government approves construction of Formosa Plastics' energy-intensive steel refinery and Chinese Petroleum Corporation's No. 8 Naphtha Cracker plant, these projects once online will exacerbate environmental problems. 
254. Figures from the Ministry of Transportation and Communications show that in 1995, of the 13-million-plus motor vehicles registered, cars and motorcycles accounted for more than 12 million. 
255. NTOH's Shiau points out that because the expense of constructing transportation systems is enormous, with a small number of exceptions such as Taipei, Taiwanese cities still lack convenient bus or commuter train systems.
256. Many scholars believe that with the citizenry accustomed to relying on cars and motorcycles, convincing them to revert to a more spartan lifestyle will require establishing the concept of "green transportation" as soon as possible.
257. The report revealed that while the outdoor temperature on the day of the survey was 36 degrees Centigrade, indoor temperatures at the surveyed locations averaged between 20 and 23 degrees, with one as low as 18 degrees--not only wasting electricity, but also endangering people's health.
258. "Major consumers of electricity use most of the power for air conditioning and illumination, about 80%," says Wang You-hsuan, an IRSD researcher of the Ministry of the Interior's Architecture and Building Research Institute, explaining that the central air conditioning systems in the buildings of both governmental organizations and the private sector are "over-designed." 
259. To improve the poor energy efficiency of Taiwan’s buildings, the government has already decreed that critical elements such as the building envelope, air conditioning system, and illumination be included in the “green building provisions” for buildings’ technical specifications. 
260. NCKU's Lin states that in fact the public need not panic over increases in utility prices.
261. He says that although the various forms of pollution and public harm caused by industrial production cannot be denied, the ultimate source of all environmental problems is the consumer himself. 
262. Wu points out that potential employees must first be evaluated by social workers and then undergo a three-day trial employment period. 
263. Then in 1996, the CCA began to encourage dries and counties to hold small-scale international arts festivals to ensure that cultural exchanges were not limited to the big dries. 
264. Inside the expo's silkworm museum, which is made with a wood frame wrapped in white to look like a silkworm, you can see every type of cocoon, and learn that while the worms can eat any type of leaf, it is only when they eat mulberry leaves that they can produce silk. 
265. Just flip through the Cultural Calendar published byTaipei County, and you'll see that in one year there are more than 20 events, such as the Pinghsi Sky Lantem Festival, the Wulai Cherry Blossom Festival, Jueifang's Gold Legend event, and the Shihmen International Kite Festival. 
266. An in-depth analysis shows that although the festival industry's surprising moneymaking potential is enviable, commercialism is winning out over culture. 
267. Chu Te-yung says that working is the most boring thing in the world, and an equally boring thing is going to school.
268. Once in kindergarten they wanted to have some outdoor classes and the teachers broke all precedent by making a beeline to Chu's home to talk with his mother, asking that he not participate because they were afraid they wouldn't be able to control him and this would affect the outing for the other children.
269. In high school he firmly believed that military instructors had no business being in the schools and was always vehemently arguing with them.
270. When Chu was working at home during this period he did nothing but drawing, drawing and more drawing, right until the warning signs appeared-his wife discovered that increasingly "he could no longer laugh."
271. Chu notes that precisely because he was complete master of doing what he liked to do, this led to more and more jobs, raising the work level to impossible heights.
272. He said that although he knew very well he was lucky to have a soulmate and an understanding wife, whenever she would ask him to do something, as long as it wasn't something too important, he would revert to his habitual nature and often plan on doing a half-hearted job or just going through the motions. 
273. Chu hopes that after reading this comic-strip book, office workers will be able to identify with the characters and be comforted, that the book will reduce their anxiety, their feelings of guilt and their sense of ennui on the job.
274. Many Taiwanese businesspeople say that the Chinese government is gradually applying a stricter interpretation of many legislative provisions. 
275. Does this mean that China hope to use administrative measures to guide Taiwanese investment into the interior of the country?
276. After the coastal areas began to develop, levels of these benefits inevitably rose, and companies operating in the coastal areas discovered that their expenses were rising. 
277. In the process of researching Taiwanese business in China, we have discovered that it takes a company an average of at least seven years in one location before it is confident enough to invest in a second location.
278. As to whether the Renminbi should be allowed to appreciate, I feel that by raising interest rates and adjusting the exchange rate they can undoubtedly reduce the money supply, but it will also put tremendous cost pressure on manufacturers. 
279. He believes that the government should follow the example of Australia and set up a fire ant extermination team. 
280. NTU Department of Entomology professor Wu Wen-jer points out that Taiwan has almost 300 species of ants, the vast majority of which are harmless. 
281. He believes that individuals who live far from infested areas (such as those in eastern and southern Taiwan) should learn more about fire ants, so as to dispel any groundless fears they might have; while those living near infested areas, like southern Taoyuan and Taipei County, should be on the alert and report anything suspicious.

282. Be sure to tell the doctor that you suspect that you were bitten by fire ants.
283. After much inquiry, Mrs. Liu learned that Chen Xin Hospital had Taiwan doctors, and this made her feel a lot better. 
284. But when her 14-year-old daughter had a series of minor medical situations and went a number of times to the hospital for treatment, the experience raised a great many doubts in Chang's mind and led her to understand that there really were vast differences between Chinese and Taiwanese medical treatment.
285. Chu Yu-sheng deputy secretary of the Minhang District Taiwanese Friendship Association, says that in the past, because many Taiwanese were unfamiliar with medical resources in Shanghai and didn't know where to find a good doctor, they would immediately think about buying a plane ticket back to Taiwan the minute they became seriously ill.
286. Taiwanese do not worry that the city is without hospitals but are disheartened that service is not up to standard.
287. Comparing medical education in China and Taiwan, he says that in Taiwan doctors graduate from medical school, do a practicum and training residency in a hospital, then take a license examination. 
288. Chien points out that external medicine places a premium on experience. 
289. Next to this, Taiwanese also generally complain that it's expensive to see a doctor in China. 
290. Three years ago she became pregnant and Chang insisted that while prenatal exams could be done in China, his wife would go to Taiwan for the delivery.
291. Her son's resistance was poor and she worried that the doctors were giving him too much medicine.
292. He notes that in terms of man-hours, Taiwanese spend less than one-tenth as much time volunteering than their Western counterparts, and that the practice of donating to NPOs has not yet become widespread.
293. People generally assume that NPO salaries are less than those at for-profit enterprises, an assumption that grows out of the image of NPOs as charitable groups. 
294. They think that NPO work is "volunteer work," and must involve some kind of sacrifice.
295. Some people say that it is only right that a person's pay should reflect the work they contribute. 
296. He believes that because NPOs are collectives rather than individual enterprises, the people working for them should not be paid "absurdly high" salaries.
297. She says that the rewards for working at an NPO are not high salaries, bonuses, and promotions, but helping clients through tough times and the relationships between coworkers. 
298. Chi cites the Garden of Hope as an example, saying that in order to attract staffers, the foundation offers university graduates a starting salary of NT$28,000 a month, which is slightly higher than a typical position in the for-profit sector. 
299. CFSW chairman Cao Ching says that CFSW offers salaries and benefits that are comparable to those in the public sector, but hiring staff has proved difficult because many people are uncomfortable with the thought of caring for people in vegetative states and associating with vagrants.
300. He estimates that the foundation, which currently employs about 280 persons, would require need an additional 80 people to be adequately staffed.
301. Lin Chen-chang, director of the National Youth Commission's 3rd Department, says that the objective of the grassroots initiative is to encourage young people to consider careers in the Third Sector as an alternative to government or private-sector employment.
302. Kao notes that of the NT$40 billion that the DGBAS estimates Taiwanese give to charitable causes every year, only about NT$10 billion went to NPOs. 
303. In July, for example, the much beloved and respected Consumers' Foundation announced that it was unable to pay its staffers' salaries and that after 25 years of serving the public it might be forced to shut its doors.
304. According to Kao, at February's Asian NPO conference, representatives from the nations in attendance confirmed that social enterprises were being used throughout the region to ensure the long-term viability of NPOs.
305. His concern is evident as he explains that the commercialization of NPOs will make them more and more like profit-making entities. 
306. He argues that by engaging in commerce, NPOs will raise the question of competitive cooperation bemuse as "foundations," NPOs enjoy tax breaks that give them an unfair competitive advantage over small and medium enterprises. 
307. One would think that small donations would neither be stable nor amount to much, but they are a valuable expression of the public's goodwill and its sense that "we are all one family."
308. Lin also warns that society suffers when those who were originally its guardians become so busy with commercial endeavors that donors become reluctant to support them.
309. I am a person who tends to think visually, and after being in architecture for so long I find that my finished works tend to come out more or less as I had imagined them. 
310. Many people mistakenly believe that creativity bursts out of nowhere to the sound of heavenly choruses, but that's not the case. 
311. That's a result of our materialistic and utilitarian society--many think that that's all there is to architecture.
312. Only when we open ourselves do we discover that many things are speaking to us.
313. Few people know that one in three saxophones in the world were once manufactured in Houli.
314. Chang Lien-cheng never imagined that his Chinese painting skill, and the eye for detail it required, would be a bridge to a career as a musical instrument maker. 
315. Once, when an apprentice made a big mistake, Chang smashed his work to pieces on the floor in front of all the apprentices, explaining that a flawed saxophone is not a musical instrument, but just a worthless toy.
316. Chang Tsung-yao, a man of few but honest words, remembers, "From the day we were born, it was decided that we would go into this business. 
317. "Considering that Chang Lai has spent his life working selflessly for others and passed on his expertise from generation to generation, he cannot help heaving a sigh of regret when he sees that Jupiter, which grew out of Yamaha, is the only saxophone name brand in Taiwan.
318. The MIRL bought an international-brand saxophone costing more than NT$200,000, and found that the brass used to make it had a copper content of 65%, which makes it more difficult to work with than the 70% copper content in the brass used for Taiwanese instruments, but produces a more resonant sound.
319. On-the-spot inspections revealed that small-scale electroplating workshops in Taiwan often lack environmental isolation equipment. 
320. Pitch and volume can be measured with sound meters, and in modern saxophones, the tone holes are machine made, which means that 100% pitch accuracy can be achieved.
321. When his father died three years ago and he took over the enterprise, Chang Tsung-yao and his wife Wang Tsai-jui took stock and realized that in almost 60 years, the saxophone business had brought them neither great wealth nor great prestige, but it had enabled the whole family to be well fed and well clothed.
322. Chang Tsung-yao and his wife hope that the museum will become a cultural tourism destination and will help keep Chang Lien-cheng's flame burning.
323. Chang Yu-tzu says that she used to think that the unwieldy saxophone was a man's instrument. 
324. The US government requires that CRT TVs be completely eliminated from the market by 2008, while the EU has adopted a 2010 sunset clause.
325. Leaving Taipei behind, and stepping into Hannstar's Yangmei and Tainan plants, production-line employees anticipate that once the new brand is launched it will soak up a 40% production-capacity surplus. 
326. Even South Korea's LG Philips, itself a flat-panel giant, has come to Taiwan to place orders, hoping that Taiwan's production capacity can help it rapidly increase its market share.
327. He notes that, on the one hand, they are upgrading their production lines to reduce costs and prices, while using OEM orders to maintain revenues; and, on the other hand, they are developing branding, in an effort to one day become equal competitors with the companies they presently rely on for orders.
328. "Facing the huge commercial opportunity of a steady explosion in demand for LCD TV, we hope that governments everywhere will unconditionally open up their markets, though obviously that's not going to be easy," says Luo.
329. The Executive Yuan has announced that it will begin studying new land-use regulations, and in future it is possible that development, agriculture, and residential construction will all be banned from mountain slopes.
330. In a review of these catastrophic events, a special committee led by the Council for economic Planning and Development (CEPD) pointed a finger of blame at mountain agriculture, recommended that the Kukuan-Techi section of the highway should not be rebuilt, and urged that mountain agriculture should be gradually abandoned nationwide, with the areas affected turning instead to ecotourism, to give the land a much needed chance to rest and recuperate.
331. Chang Jing-sen, vice-chairman of the CEPD, which is in charge of land-use policy, states that the period of continuous high growth in Taiwan is over; moreover the environment has taken all the punishment it can, and the land is sick. 
332. However, when some workers at Fushou Mountain Farm saw that pear trees planted around the former Japanese police station in a nearby Aboriginal community at Huanshan grew well, they decided to import apple, pear, and peach trees from Japan for trial planting. 
333. Although the law stated that Aboriginal land could not be rented, sold, or transferred, because of Aboriginal inexperience in business, many Aborigines entered into private contracts with Han Chinese from the lowlands. 
334. Taking out a copy of a “Contract for Rental and Reforestation of National Forest Land,” made with the Forestry Bureau in 1970, he points out that the list of “forestation species” explicitly includes pear and apple trees. 
335. Li Pao-lien notes that in 1979 and 1995 the government launched two campaigns to take back about 1000 hectares of land being used in violation of restrictions. 
336. Orchard-owners were so opposed to this effort that it was generally believed that a sudden surge in major forest fires in the early 1980s could be connected to farmers who set blazes are a way of striking back.

337. Li Pao-lien says that as a result of deals made over the years, use of most of the land around Lishan had long been transferred from the original owners—veterans and Aborigines—to Taiwanese from the lowlands.
338. In the near future, as result of policy decisions at the central level, the Veterans Affairs Commission will take its four large farms—all quite legal—out of mountain farming and it is estimated that after three years these will have been turned entirely over to manmade forest. 
339. “If agriculture is sent down the mountains and farmers move out, you can bet that the problem of illegal logging will get even worse,” says Lin I-jen, an assistant professor in the Graduate school of Ecology at Providence University who specializes in forestry and Aboriginal issues. 
340. Lin I-jen, a long-time observer of life in Aboriginal communities, says that in the past the government just offered compensation to resettle mountain residents, which was ineffective.
341. He feels that environmental protection isn’t only about the natural ecology—you’ve also got to consider the social and human aspects.
342. Lai strongly argues that only if the mountain forest resources and profits are shared with the Aborigines, and non-profit, genuine ecotourism is promoted, will it be possible to address the problem of Aborigines living off the mountains.
343. We hope that this trend will continue. 
344. Perhaps we ought to recommend that some part-time employees be covered by the LSL, because this would hopefully accommodate seniors who need to be reemployed.
345. In the 1980s, it was estimated that by 2030 the US social security system would be insolvent. 
346. But the average length of employment in most small- and medium-sized businesses is 13 years, which meant that 90% didn’t qualify for a pension. 
347. Many people worry that as the population ages, a huge number of people will go into retirement and the government will not be able to pay for this. 
348. Contributors consider that they are building up their own savings, when in fact they are paying for other people’s social security. 
349. But many people may not realize that Fire Ball is a fully "Made in Taiwan" production. 
350. James Wang, the man in charge of WFP, says that at the moment the company is in an important period of transition. 
351. Wang Tung says that they chose Journey to the West as a source because the stories therein have fighting, mythology, and an exotic feel, "and with these kinds of elements you don't have to focus so much on internal drama, making them more suitable for animation. 
352. James Wang says that although 3D animators are becoming more and more commonplace, WFP's years of hard graft in the contract animation world has nurtured a stable of outstanding keyframers and talented artists. 
353. Wu Wei-chang, a senior WFP director, also notes that this is, after all, WFP's first production entirely done in-house, so of course they'll use what the audience is most familiar with and the style they're most acquainted with.
354. Wang Tung notes that in the 1980s Taiwan was swept by a "new cinema" fad, and that over years of hard work, the industry was gradually able to develop their own cinematic language and aesthetic. 
355. In his 2003 paper "Global Civil Society," Professor Lester M. Salamon of Johns Hopkins University in the US evaluated the economic situation of NPOs as though the global NPO community were a country, and found that NPOs as a whole represent the world's seventh largest economy, behind America, Japan, China, Germany, the UK, and France.
356. In an international survey, which included 35 countries from Africa, the Middle East, South Asia, Europe, and Central and South America, it was found that between 1995 and 1998, NPOs created total assets of over USS 1.3 trillion and mobilized manpower reserves of 39.5 million people--22.7 million staff and 16.8 million volunteers. 
357. These figures clearly show that, with the support of these tens of millions of people, the "global civil society" has already taken shape, and that NPOs are a force that cannot be ignored.
358. Ku Chung-hwa, professor of sociology at National Chengchi University, explains that the biggest difference between NPOs and POs(profit organizations) is that in their mission to charitably serve the public, NPOs rely on resources collected from the community. 
359. She notes that examples of the work of NPOs changing society's values and attitudes are too numerous to recount.
360. This sewed as a wake-up call to Taiwan's NPOs--it made them realize that they were world class.
361. Andy Kao, assistant executive director of the Himalaya Foundation, notes that in the past, Taiwan's NPOs rarely had any lines of interchange with international organizations, and as a result they didn't really have a full picture of their own special character. 
362. Executive director Tsung Ching-i says that the goal of running these is not profit, but rather to help address the problems the disabled face in finding work. 
363. Andy Kao explains that Taiwan's NPOs have taken on a huge number of responsibilities, and many things that would normally be handled by the government have been handed over to them to take care of. 
364. Chi explains that although tire relationship between NGOs and the government is called a "partnership," it would be more accurate to call it an employer-employee relationship.
365. Chi notes that government policies come and go--something you have to do this year, you might not have to next year.
366. Andy Kao points out that the ties between Taiwan's NPOs and the private sector are still relatively weak, and "domestic companies prefer to set up their own foundations and control them themselves. 
367. Professor Lin Wan-i of NTU warns that society needs to be watchful to ensure that government and business don't start causing undue changes in N POs, using money and power to send NPOs into spins. 
368. Chiang Min-hsiu, director of the Center for the Third Sector at National Chengchi University, notes that NPOs in countries like the Philippines, Bangladesh, and India are largely funded by first-world donations, and so have developed full authentication systems and alliances. 
369. Chi Hui-jung believes that strategic alliances may be the answer. Chi, who also serves as president of the Taiwan Youth Rights and Welfare Alliance, says that aside from the good fortune they've earned for themselves, Garden of Hope also budgets 10% for supporting other NPOs, such as donating to the Taiwan AIDS Foundation, and supplying office space and assistance with personnel expenses to the TYRWA and Taiwan Sandplay Association, a psychiatric services organization.
370. Taiwan is, after all, an island, which means that if we eliminate the sources of the disease, we eliminate the disease. 
371. Scientists concluded that the outbreak had been the result of raising the animals on feed made in part from sheep that had had scrapie. 
372. At a seminar on global food safety in late March, Sheu Fu, an assistant professor in National Taiwan University's Department of Horticulture, stated that genetically modified foods (GMFs) had also served to accelerate the development of food traceability systems.
373. He notes that China and India have begun to greatly expand their areas of land devoted to growing GM crops, and that almost all of the corn and soybeans that the US exports all over the world are produced by genetically modified plants.
374. But Sheu points out that field-to-fork traceability systems give each head of cattle its own ID number. 
375. Now, because Japan is the largest market for Taiwan's agricultural exports and because the Japanese market is demanding that the foods it consumes be traceable, Taiwan's COA is speeding up the implementation of its own farm-to-fork system.
376. But we mustn't forget that Taiwan has a great many elderly farmers. 
377. Chang You-tze says that the greatest difficulty the association has faced in its move to a computerized database has involved these senior citizens. 
378. Sheu says that a survey last year on Okinawa indicated that their food traceability system had increased farmers' profits by 20%, exactly offsetting the initial cost of setting up the system. 
379. But if in the end they discover that they can't sell their crops without keeping detailed production records, they'll come around."
380. Lee says that consumers need to throw their weight behind these systems as well. 
381. In the course of doing this story I have discovered that residential and commercial sectors that promote energy efficiency in buildings seem to lack horizontal contacts. 
382. From these figures we know that public transportation produces far less CO2 emissions than does individual transportation.
383. Although transportation policy is not the EPA's official responsibility, we hope that through the Commission on Sustainable Development we will influence the Ministry of Transportation and Communications and the other ministries to move in the direction of this goal. 
384. In its stunning public relations salvo, the Bluefin Tuna Cultural Festival has not only shaken off traditional media neglect of southern Taiwan, it has also established a brand image whereby one feels that "to eat tuna one should go to Tungkang.'
385. After the festival organizers began to use various means of working with the media, many other newly established festivals sought to emulate their success, thinking that all they needed was that media relationship to ignite public interest and set the tone for their own festivals. 
386. Sitting in on the meeting, Hung discovered that Tungkang's bluefin sales amounted to over NT$300 million a year, that the migratory fish could only be caught in May and June of each year through a variety of special techniques, and that epicureans considered bluefin the very best for making sashimi.
387. By emphasizing this message,” Hung hopes that those who stop by Tungkang will not just come for a whirlwind visit of eating and then head home, but will linger awhile.
388. He knew immediately that he had a big job on his hands. 
389. She told him, "I know what I'm doing, and I hope that one day you too will go all out for your ideals.
390. Lu Cheng-tsung explains that the IHSART team did not wear masks because they did not want to impair their sense of smell, and because thanks to the sea breeze in the affected area there was no danger of breathing in pathogenic bacteria. 
391. Lu says that Heaven plays a hand in rousing the rescuers to give their all.
392. For example, Lu Chin-hung, an educator, recalls that in the martial law era his younger brother, who used to be a gang member but was also a radio enthusiast, realized that if he joined IHSART he would be able to play around with radio equipment. 
393. Asked whether he worries about his sons, Yang says that when you're involved in a disaster relief operation, you just focus on the job: "You simply don't have the time to worry about anything else."
394. When the Yangs close shop, everyone knows that they are away on a rescue mission.
395. Nevertheless, unlike SAR teams in advanced nations, which have all sorts of tools and equipment at their disposal, IHSART rescuers rely on little beside their hands and their courage, and are all too aware that there are limits to what they can do.
396. Because decomposition had not set in, we surmised that the victims had experienced long days of terror awaiting death."
397. A couple of examples: A senior company executive who joined IHSART resented being asked by his team leader to make tea for fellow team members; he was given to understand that with that attitude, he ought to quit IHSART. 
398. It was thought that even if the money was returned and the envelopes were kept as souvenirs, this could lead to misunderstandings. 
399. Although instructors tell prospective rescuers to "first save yourself before you can save anybody else," and discourage heroics, Lu acknowledges that it would be misleading to claim that SAR work isn't dangerous.
400. IHSART rescuer Yang Chang-ming jokes that to do SAR work, you need a spirit of selflessness, a good dose of courage, and "a pretty strong stomach." 
401. Having seen her share of decapitated, water-swollen, foul-smelling, and dismembered bodies during the South Asian Tsunami operation, Huang Shu-chuan says that she would let her mind wander, eat lunch as usual, and go back to removing corpses. 
402. IHSART rescuers know that they might have to jump into action whenever the phone rings, even on Chinese New Year's Eve. 
403. Lu Cheng-tsung candidly admits that there are only so many hours in a day and it's easy to attend to one thing and lose sight of the other: "When work and family collide, one of the two inevitably gives way." 
404. Most people think that Lu ought to advise rescuers whose spouses don't appreciate what their job entails to quit, but he tells them to follow their calling no matter what.
405. Lu says that he is truly grateful to have married a woman who understands. 
406. "Our dream is simple: we just hope that everyone will be able to bring their kids to dance along to the songs of nature; that every child growing up in Taiwan will have the opportunity to enjoy the beauty of the natural environment; that the richness of nature will be a well-spring of nourishment for the children of Taiwan as they grow."-Lee Wei-wen, chairman, Society of Wilderness.

407. SOW secretary-general Chang Hung-lin explains that in the cities, the birds barely seem able to find any trees to nest in; the dragonflies have to resort to trying to lay their eggs in puddles on car bonnets; the leaves in the parks all get swept away, making it hard for insects to survive.... Too many kinds of problems to even mention face wildlife in the cities. 
408. Lee Wei-wen, society chairman, explains that environmentalists don't need to play the role of impassioned "holy warriors"; rather, working to change how people think, to educate them, is a more lasting way to go about it. 
409. Handan is said to hate the cold, so people throw firecrackers at him to warm him up, believing that the more firecrackers you throw, the better your financial fortune in the new year. 
410. Temple head Li Chien-chih says that in the past the firecrackers were brought by members of the business community who were invited to attend. 
411. Look up and you'll notice that the rooftops are covered with spectators too. 
412. A close look at the shirtless Handans after the ordeal reveals that not only are they shaking, but their chests are covered with welts and long, bloody scrapes.
413. Wang Cheng-fu, a researcher of local history, says that in the early days participants were all mobsters who usually preyed on the people. 
414. Professor Lin Hsien-te of the Department of Architecture of National Cheng Kung University says that Taipei 101 was designed to cater to people's penchant for wealth and rank.
415. Lin Hsien-te points out that in Japan many parks are designed as "dense forests" with tall trees and shrubs scattered unevenly across their entire surface area. 
416. Chiang Che-ming, director of Department of Architecture of National Cheng Kung University, points out that during assembly or manufacturing processes, all sorts of chemical substances are added to building materials and house furnishings to harden them, bind them together, or protect them against corrosion. 
417. He found that most residential buildings in Taiwan are poorly ventilated, and said that installing ceiling fans and air conditioning is pointless. 
418. Chiang Che-ming points out that after the green building trend swept the world in the 1990s, health consciousness also began to gain ground.
419. ABRI points out that most Taiwanese buildings lack roof insulation. 
420. Observant citizens will notice that many schools and NGOs throughout Taiwan have already installed outside sunscreens of every description, some of which stand out for their elegance.
421. Chen Jui-lin, director of ABRI's Environmental Control Division, says that during the initial stage the most common building materials, i.e., plywood, paint, rugs, and floor bricks, will be given a label.
422. She hopes that after the change, I will spend more time at home, instead of flying off all the time.
423. Chang explains that he and his Taiwanese wife have been married for more than a decade, but as a leading chef for various hotel restaurants, he's not at home half of the time.
424. I feel that a good chef has to look after all the details," Chang says.
425. Having worked in kitchens for 30 years, seemingly always with a wok handle in one hand and a spatula in the other, Chang feels that, in addition to a detail-oriented personality, God has blessed him with an extremely sharp sense of taste.
426. Chang estimates that he can make some 3000 different sauces, and can taste whether the order of steps used in preparing a food was correct.
427. Chang explains that Taiwan's onions have an especially high water content. 
428. Freddy remembers that at first he just wanted to listen to a bit of music that was heavy and extreme, and he ended up coming across a lot of black metal. 
429. It's hard to imagine that handsome, eloquent Freddy and the ferocious, wild-eyed "King of Ghosts" are one and the same. 
430. Most of Freddy's lyrics are written in a literary style, but the growling manner in which black metal lyrics are delivered frequently means that the audience can't clearly make out exactly what's being sung. 
431. But Freddy says that whether or not the vocalist is growling is less important than making sure the instrumentation is balanced, and that the feeling of speed and the majesty of the poetic structure can make themselves felt. 
432. Someone even quipped that someday we will have to set up an alumni association branch there.
433. When many people think of Guangzhou, they recall that it was the starting point of the Nationalist revolution, avian flu, and SARS.
434. When they hear this news, consumers worry that their wallets will get thinner, sociologists worry that disadvantaged families will be forced to burn candles, economists worry about inflation—only environmentalists feel that at long last the right thing is being done.
435. In this edition of Sinorama we offer a special report by senior writer Coral Lee entitled "The Ultimate Elixir,' in which we introduce readers to new concepts in water resource management and to new approaches being taken in Taiwan--and we hope and pray that in the new year the rains will get back on top.
436. The Council of Agriculture and China Airlines recently announced that the airline will paint the image of the butterfly orchid on its new Airbus A330-300 planes. 
437. Meanwhile, due to the presence of Malay and English, some people worry that they may fail to achieve fluency in any of the languages. 
438. It's also worth pointing out that in recent years Southeast Asian studies have come into vogue.
439. But those who set out on that road and really begin to understand Southeast Asia may well discover that Taiwan has a very shallow understanding of its immediate neighbors.    
440. Recently, while interviewing the executive director of a non-profit organization, I saw that he not only monitors the workload of his workers, but also calculates the cash flow of each case as a basis for issuing bonuses.
441. Then he realized that without a reasonable salary, you can only employ workers who are not serious about the job. 
442. Everyone knows that NPOs are the conscience of society, but that doesn't mean that people in the NPO industry, be they idealistic founders or employees who just want to feed their families, are duty bound to sacrifice themselves for a greater cause.
443. At the 2000 World Congress in Information Technology, in Taipei, then Hewlett-Packard CEO Carly Fiorina predicted that the new information age would be one "where people can connect anytime, anywhere to useful e-services of all kinds….Where useful e-services are running on always-on infrastructure and are delivered to information appliances that are pervasive, that are personal, that are simple." 

444. So you can imagine that after tasting the joy of being able to look up whatever takes their fancy whenever they want, a lot of these folk latch onto the idea regardless of cost.

445. A careful look at these dreams reveals that they all involve the individual and the wider world. 

446. But the situation has not only not been resolved, I'm afraid that it is expanding and worsening. 

447. I recall that a businessman once said that when he was with Matra of France, he worked overtime several days in a row to make a good impression.  

448. He never expected to receive a letter from the company which read, "We've noticed that you have exceeded the permitted number of working hours.

449. Career advisors caution that with revolutions in the workplace, the traditional idea of "finding a good job" no longer applies.       

450. Staying busy at least helps you to forget your worries as you pretend that you "have your future firmly under control.' 

451. She points out another trend: middle-aged baby boomers long to retire, but know that they cannot afford to so, at least, not in the next ten years. 

452. If they shake off old ways of thinking, however, they can realize that they can plan their lives around the idea of living to age 80. 

453. Subtracting the last decade, they can recognize that their working years can be greatly extended.

454. Armed with this frame of mind, and aware that the new personalized pension system will no longer penalize those who change employers, they understand that there is no need to hurry on their way to the top, that they can change careers several times. 

455. A few days ago, when a friend turned up with a face the color or a well cooked lobster, I made a crack about his foolhardiness in going to the beach or the mountains in such weather, only to learn that he had got his sunburn by just making a few business visits about town!

456. Although we are well aware that disaster is knocking at the door, we all carry on as before, taking the car whenever we go out, and turning on the air conditioning as soon as we get home. 

457. We know that more than half of Taiwan's greenhouse gas emissions come from industry--steelworks, thermal power stations, petrochemical plants--and this situation demands urgent review by government to reconcile the goals of economic development with the vision of environmental sustainability. 

458. But for the present, we should look to areas in which we can achieve something ourselves, hoping that the concepts of green living and….
459. We can only pray that it will not be too late to make a start now.     
460. I also feel strongly that some of the manufacturers may have set too high and rigid a price for some of their most popular products. 
461. While AsusTek realized that the size of the clone (assemble) market was/is limited, first, it used the accumulated managerial experience gained from its motherboard products and adopted an entry strategy to cooperate with the then industry leaders in different channels within different regions in order to smoothly enter into the international market. 

462. When I first applied for the exchange, I only knew that the country had diplomatic ties with Taiwan and that it had a strong Latino culture. 
463. I discovered that the school was actually a prestigious one in the world’s business school ranking. 
464. “A foreign company has approached him, so what can I say?” Hsiao said, adding, he is worried that the Dongguan plant will have to start building a new personnel system after Chuang’s departure.
465. Some say they are the same as JVs, others say that their OEM or outsourcing contracts are strategic alliances. 
466. He discovered that many Japanese clients had moved out to Thailand and Malaysia. 
467. In terms of the strategy in equity, President Chiang believes that joint venturing with locals will easily lead to a disaster whether the business succeeds or fails, and therefore insisted on sole investment as the entry mode.
468. Because contract renewal rate is a key indicator of an insurance company’s sales potential, Prudential’s performance indicates that customers have approved its products and services.
469. In his recent reactions to matters of public discourse, be it the UMC case (alleged illegal investment in China) or premiums for National Health Insurance, Premier Hsieh has displayed a balanced viewpoint, which more strongly emphasizes that “economic development and social justice should go hand in hand.” 
470. The example above tells us that if we overly disregard the complexity of the ecosystem, habitually imposing things, we will often not only be unable to generate the anticipated effects, but on the contrary easily destroy the base for “symbiosis.” 
471. We believe that a robust development of education and culture requires proper soil and active irrigation, but not government orders that pull up the seedlings in the hope to make them grow faster. 
472. EU officials, for their part, believe that after lifting the arms embargo against China, the EU will invoke its Code of Conduct for Arms Exports, which was amended in 1998. 
473. The code strictly monitors all sales of weapons and military technology to China and guarantees that exports will only be controlled more, rather than less, strictly.
474. But the U.S. also points out that China’s human rights record is not good and that the shadows of the Tiananmen Incident remain. 
475. The U.S. is extremely concerned about the EU exporting military machinery and technology to China and hopes that the restricted items will include the following: weapons subsystems, missile-related facilities and technology, stealth systems, satellite technology, so-called “double C” command and control warfare items, naval operations platforms, and military aircraft. 
476. The U.S. suggests that the EU countries should be able to exert a certain amount of moderation.

477. Third, the U.S. hopes that the EU will be able to order the member states to submit a list of military goods and technology that they export to China to make exports more transparent.
478. When I switched on the TV and saw legislators, whom we call self-serving politicos, tell reporters that a certain professor of the Democratic Action Alliance is a scumbag, I became a bit depressed.
479. Don’t forget that he once wrote a book called “Rising People.” 
480. Then again, we must not forget the famous statement that Hsu Hsin-liang made during the post-election protests, saying that in the name of Taiwan’s people, he proclaimed Lien Chan and James Soong president-elect and vice president-elect. 
481. This means that if 99 percent of Taiwan’s people feel that they must build a state that is separate from China, this collective will can still be called populism.
482. National Tsing Hua University professor Hu An-gang emphasizes that China must m arch toward a “green rise,” that it must heed environmental protection, which shows that China has not only become a major consumer of energy, but also a major generator of pollution. 

483. During the “Shangri-La Dialogue” in Singapore in early June, U.S. Secretary of Defense Donald Rumsfeld pointed out that China’s military budget has already become the largest in Asia and the third-largest worldwide, although no other country threatens China. Rumsfeld wondered why Chinese military investment is growing. 
484. Kissinger believes that the United States should not compare China with Germany of the early 20th century or make it a substitute for the former Soviet Union and use a Cold War policy of military containment. 
485. Kissinger believes that China’s military buildup does not constitute a threat and that militarism is not the Chinese style. 
486. He further pointed out that even at its highest estimate, the Chinese military spending is barely ahead of that of Japan. 
487. In early June, Japanese Defense Agency Director Yoshinori Ono declared that sea-based ballistic missile defense system jointly developed by the U.S. and Japan will enter the development stage in 2006. 
488. People who have lived in Europe for a long time know that for young people May and June are the months of sadness, parting, death, tenseness, anxiety, wild partying, and loss. 
489. They are dissatisfied that Germany and France play a leading role in the EU economy and the formulation of budget laws, yet do not honor these laws, while putting a burden on the Dutch with their excessive budget deficits. 
490. The setbacks on the road toward EU unification this time show that unification cannot be rushed. 
491. Previously only Britain and Denmark would somewhat more often apply the breaks, but today even the driver himself knows that he should slow down. 
492. Do the Chinese really not know that their impetuous style will only dishearten Taiwan’s people, and harm their resolve for freedom and democracy. 
493. The British weekly magazine “The Economist” once noted that Ireland, before assuming the EU presidency, had virtually only one role internationally – namely to keep apart arch enemies Iraq and Israel in foreign affairs venues, as it was seated between them according to the alphabetic order of the English country names. 
494. He said he firmly believed that “Ideals survive through change. They die through inertia in the face of challenge.”
495. Blair further pointed out that the issue is not about the idea of the European Union, but about modernization and policy. 
496. Only in recent years, however, as the localization (Taiwanization) policy blossomed and Taiwanese identity became stronger, have we come to understand that Taiwan was not just a tiny island more than 400 years ago where “birds don’t sing, and flowers don’t smell” as the Qing Court  claimed. 

497. Some go even as far as noting that Taiwan is the cradle of Austronesian (Malayo-Polynesian) ethnic groups. 
498. Research has found that the corporate network of immigrants of Indian and Chinese nationality not only cont rols the rapidly changing technology industries of Silicon Valley, but has also forged robust relations between the United States and those rapidly growing markets overseas.

499. Germany projected that 20,000 visas would be issued to IT personnel by 2002. 
500. In other words, the Singaporean government felt that technological development is an important link in economic development. 
501. The manager decides whether he accepts the posting, which means that the major factor concerned is remuneration. Consequently, the transnational migration of managerial personnel is rather strongly related to a company’s operational network and not very much to the policies and environment in the country of destination.
502. From the above analysis we can clearly see that a trend is building for a global fight for skilled talent. 
503. From Table 2 we can clearly find that the government must take a three-layered approach when setting policy regarding the transnational mobility of skilled personnel.
504. But from Table 2 we know that these exchanges and agreements, nonetheless, are major factors in deciding whether or not high-tech talent migrates.
505. Currently the government is already drafting relevant immigration regulations, but it appears that their integration with a strategy of shaping the entire environment still needs to be strengthened and realized.
506. Under such circumstances, we can see that after the ruling party changed, the elites outside the establishment all rushed into government, which immediately weakened our civil society and also quieted down our social movements.
507. I don’t mean to say that Taiwan’s democratic achievements are insufficient. 
508. Some people began to feel that democracy caused only more turmoil in our society. 
509. Regarding this point, we have found that in terms of thoughts and concepts our means are utterly inadequate.
510. For instance, when Lien Chan visited China recently, it appears that we hardly discussed what was right or wrong with this trip in terms of democratic procedure. 
511. But since we see him as a strongman, we think that he is right. 
512. The KMT, for example, says that the DPP-led democratization is a kind of populism. Similarly, the DPP accuses the KMT of not loving Taiwan. 
513. One kind of discourse, for instance, holds that the supporters of the DPP are all middle and lower class, and that democracy therefore is a gathering of the middle and lower classes.
514. In his article he mentioned that Chiang Ching-kuo had seized on the spirit of populism, taking the will of the ordinary people as his objective. 
515. Question from the audience: Ms. Minister you have just mentioned that you are promoting civil society forums and related projects at the National Youth Commission. 
516. But that means that government units are promoting the development of civil society. 
517. They sincerely anticipated that the new system would be able to markedly upgrade the quality of the Legislature. 
518. Now, however, it appears that their hopes have again hit rock bottom, and it’s not known when we will finally be able to truly make a step forward. 
519. Nonetheless voters remain dazzled, not knowing that the political disorder is a disaster caused by their turning a blind eye to the situation and their pursuit of petty material gains. 
520. Voters must acknowledge that a democratic country has legislators and officials that its electorate deserves, the government and state that its voters deserve. 
521. Don-Jin Bank has expected that its department heads can share their years of experiences in the banking industry with their subordinates.
522. It has been forecasted that by 2006 this strategy will allow the A-Team to occupy 50 percent of the high-end bicycle market, which would be one of the biggest players in the bicycle industry. 

523. For many years, Unitech’s market distribution, cost centers, sales directions and backroom support systems have shown that quality management, systematic processes and computerized operations at Unitech are receiving recognition from different parties. 
524. The production and distribution in Taiwan have already reached economies of scale; its geographical coverage stipulates that research and development, and production are based in Taiwan, while finished products are sold in Taiwan, the US, Europe and many other countries. 
525. The total capital after the merger was 31.9 billion NTD, and it was estimated that their combined assets valued over 516.7 billion NTD by 2002. 
526. It was hoped that the integration of the two banks’ sales and consumer resources would increase both market share and service quality.
527. This decreased to 147,471 billion NTD after the official merger date at the end of February 2002; a decrease of 17.6% in value, which indicated that the merged bank had lost a lot of business.
528. Possible reasons for this loss included: 1) that the bank adjusted parts of its credit line amounts in order to reduce credit risk; 2) that some of Daan Bank’s existing business banking clients terminated their accounts because they believed that Taishin Bank charged a relatively higher interest rates; 3) that during the integration period, the future of the merged banks and how they would deal with their employees was uncertain, and many business banking A/Os from both Taishin and Daan Banks worried that their clients would be redistributed under the new system.
529. Because contract renewal rate is a key indicator of an insurance company’s sales potential, Prudential’s performance indicates that customers have approved its products and services.
530. He discovered that many Japanese clients had moved out to Thailand and Malaysia. 

531. In terms of the strategy in equity, President Chiang believes that joint venturing with locals will easily lead to a disaster whether the business succeeds or fails, and therefore insisted on sole investment as the entry mode.
532. A query of udndata.com (an online database of the United Daily News media group) shows that since 1951, up to today public prosecutors got into the newspapers 1.6 times more often than judges.
533. When ratings for “Taiwan Hotspur” were high two years ago, the private Judicial Reform Foundation monitored this popular TV series and discovered that in the program, the roles of police officers, public prosecutors and court judges were confused.
534. The vast majority of people hope that the prosecution system proactively and on its own initiative conducts investigations and files indictments to root out illegal evildoing and maintain social peace and social justice. 
535. To be more concrete, while the people do not necessarily understand the professional powers of public prosecutors and the systemic functions of the prosecution system, they nonetheless hope that the government can efficiently contain the situation when there are problems with domestic security, in particular when a major case happens, or when there is a series of illegal incidents. 
536. Among these, it is inevitable that people eagerly hope that the prosecution and police efficiently investigate cases. 
537. Or does this perhaps mean that Liu and his fellow veterans in the film are probably particular cases? 
538. Even if such a person existed, I am afraid that Ko Chi-hua would not be able to get the feel of this person’s lifetime struggle with stones and his problem that he settles in Taiwan without being able to clearly say whether he does so passively or actively and in the end, nonetheless, still finds it difficult to know where he ultimately belongs.

539. After finishing watching “Stone Dream” we understand that Liu Pi-chia has a weight on his mind that he will eternally find difficult to put down. 
540. After we finish reading “Taiwan Prison Island” we also understand that Ko Chi-hua has another weight on his mind. 
541. A while ago, a scholar particularly pointed out that the reason why lately the Taiwanese and the mainlanders are unable to reconcile or why “the big reconciliation” has failed several times is a “psychological structure” gap between the two sides. 
542. It seems, however, that Chinese President Hu Jintao’s recent call for a more “harmonious society” is a bit of a breakthrough over past proclamations.
543. Russian President Vladimir Putin has said that Russia isn’t ready to push forward some sort of “Russian-style democracy,” but would rather abide by already accepted democratic principles in place in the world today. 
544. On their way home Lusiji rebukes his grandfather, but the grandfather asserts again that the dwarf whom they just saw is a true mountain aborigine. 
545. Saying “I didn’t expect that they still exist,” he tells Lusiji a story from the past.
546. From the remains of a large tree that had been feeled, the Bunun people concluded that the little people had undoubtedly decided to board a canoe and sail away across the sea, because they were mad at the arrogant and untrustworthy Bunun people. 

547. Those who are aware of the current state of affairs in France agree that the outcome was a vote of non-confidence by the French people against the government of President Jacques Chirac and former Prime Minister Jean-Pierre Raffarin. 
548. This is why it was stipulated that the governments of member nations would not be allowed to ladle out excessive amounts of capital and resources in supporting their aviation manufactures.

549. France, Germany, Spain and England formed the Airbus Group to show that European nations were serious about developing their aviation market and advancing space technology.
550. The two sides agreed that European governments could only offer, at most, 1/3 of subsidies in launch aid to the European Airbus Group.
551. They agreed also that any such subsidy could be challenged within the stipulations of WTO agreements. 
552. The U.S. demands that the EU cease its launch subsidies, while the EU is saying that they are loans that need to be paid back eventually with interest. 
553. The EU is countering by demanding that the U.S. review its indirect subsidy formula with Boeing through contracts with the Defense Department and NASA. 
554. The EU is also saying that the states of Washington and Kansas have given direct subsidies to Boeing’s 787 passenger planes, unilaterally breaking the bilateral agreement the two sides signed in 1992 regarding subsidy measures to civil aircraft.

555. In support of the government’s call for a Cabinet genuinely concerned with humanistic values, it is hoped that through promotion of a more practical, positive and far-reaching interaction between Taiwan and Europe, EU PAGE can fertilize the soil to sprout humanistic values in Taiwan and create a more vital, dynamic civil society, for only by taking humanistic values as the foundation for transforming Taiwan’s economy and industry can we assure a more expansive, more fulfilling future evolution.
556. I suggest that the central government draw up the boundaries of land conservation districts, as city and county governments would be hard pressed to avoid the influence of local residents and interest groups.
557. I suggest that the government earmark no less than 20 percent of the annual public works projects budget to conservation efforts.
558. I suggest that the Legislative Yuan consider the possibility of merging shoreline protection regulations with a national land planning law or national land conservation laws instead of drawing up s separate statute.
559. In his book “Out of Gas: The End of the Age of Oil,” David Goodstein says that the true oil crisis will not arrive when we drill the last drop from the ground, but when the rate of extracting oil from the ground, but when the rate of extracting oil from the ground begins to fall. 
560. Everyone can understand that when a frog is in a vat of water, if the water’s temperature rises gradually, it will not be sensitive to the changing temperature and ends up boiling to death. 
561. So when we can clearly foresee that oil resources are running out, should government officials and those that care sound a warning to get everyone to react?

562. Looking back, we can say that 1979 marked a new wrinkle in the Cold War when the former Soviet Union was at the peak of its powers and, in an effort to extend its realm of influence, invaded Afghanistan. 
563. We can imagine that China has remembered its lesson from this major diplomatic setback and will work hard to demand that no European nation ever again invite Chen Shui-bian to visit the continent for whatever reason. 
564. We can surely anticipate in the short run that any Republic of China president will meet huge obstacles for a second visit to Europe. 
565. China’s international legitimization began with the establishment of diplomatic relations with France in 1964, but this does not mean that the various European states will always endorse and support diplomatic policy with China. 
566. Still, even if the new Middle Asian countries and the three small Baltic States bolted from the Soviet Union one after the other in the 1990s, this did not mean that national borders equaled national authority. 
567. Although the Environmental Protection Administration attempts to conceptually redefine kitchen waste as “resources,” arguing that they are needed for rural pig farming and composting, environmental thinking is progressing and information campaign methods are also quite ingenious.
568. Since the beginning of this year, it appears that a quite clear new trend has been emerging in the international foreign exchange market. 
569. These two leading billionaires are both bearish about the U.S. dollar and have already discovered that the U.S. dollar might weaken this year.
570. Morgan Stanley and Merrill Lynch forecast that the NT dollar will rise to 27 or 27.5 to the U.S. dollar within two or three years. 
571. Even more surprising is that Lehman Brothers claims that the NT dollar will appreciate to 26 by the end of this year. 
572. No wonder that Morgan Stanley’s chief economist Andy Xie, who has always been bearish about Asia, now says that at the present stage Asian forex traders are crazy about the capital markets to a degree rarely seen since 2000, and that following South Korea and Thailand, Taiwan will probably see an influx of international hot money.
573. It also means that retail investors are quite conservative about the future situation.
574. Before the Lunar New Year we mentioned that the price earnings (PE) ratio of Taiwan shares overall was only 12.4. 
575. I am afraid that people will be in for a surprise as to how many companies will issue high dividends this year. 
576. Given that the NT dollar and the won are not able to resist appreciation pressure, I am afraid that in the end the yuan cannot escape pressure to appreciate, no matter whether it appreciates sooner or later.
577. “The Military Balance 2003-2004” published by the London-based Institute for International Strategic Studies (IISS) states that the North Korea problem and the threat posed by its nuclear arms development is the most important security issue in the Northeast Asian region. 
578. You will find that since taking office he has announced numerous amendments to Articles 9 of the Constitution, since under the old law it was not possible to pay salaries to Japanese troops who carry out military actions overseas and not possible to imprison captured war criminals. 
579. Moreover it is estimated that China will increase the number of missiles by 75 per year in the future. 

580. Just paying lip service is not enough, since China also says that it stands on the side of democracy, freedom, and justice. 
581. When French President Jacques Chirac visited China in 1997, he signed a joint declaration with China, which stated that the two sides want to march toward a strategic partnership in the 21st century. 
582. Among the EU countries, France and Germany, in particular, acknowledge that the Cold War is over and that the bipolar world system does no longer exist. 
583. China believes that the EU is taking into consideration various aspects such as economic interests. 
584. Second, China believes that it is very simple for it as a big power to clean its slate of the Tiananmen Incident, in particular since it is a permanent member of the U.N. Security Council.

585. We should take advantage of this situation to make the international community understand that Taiwan’s peace is under threat. 
586. They also believed that it was necessary to reopen discussions on the arms embargo policy. 
587. China thinks that the arms embargo policy is a “legacy of the Cold War era” and that the policy of abolishing the embargo is more significant as a political pledge than militarily. 
588. However, some EU countries definitely think that China’s suppression of human rights violates basic EU values.
589. Again, the U.S. also understands that it cannot eternally prevent a change in the EU’s arms policy. 
590. It argues that France’s idea to team up with China and develop multilateral diplomacy could only exist because the U.S. for a long time has used its military strength, such as the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO), to intervene in conflicts such as the ethnic clashes on the Balkan Peninsula. 

591. U.S. Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice has said that the multipolarity advocated by certain people is a theory of rivalry, of competing interests and of competing values.
592. Rice has stressed that the U.S. and the European countries are free democratic countries that enjoy similar if not the same values and should therefore not engage in rivalry and also don’t need to strengthen power balances. 
593. When we looked at newspapers or any other public discourse opposing a lifting of the embargo, we found that in discussing the consequences of a lifted embargo most only mentioned China’s human rights problem, while few mentioned security in the Taiwan Strait. 

594. But in the U.S. many people still think that the EU will lift its arms embargo against China and that it is only a question of whether it will do so sooner or later.
595. “Putting it simply we could therefore say that gender mainstreaming is assessing the gender implications of public policy.
596. Gender mainstreaming is a process of deepening democracy, as it emphasizes that those in power must continuously seek and include the opinions of women at all levels from the grassroots to the elite and should not make decisions behind close doors. 
597. On the practical plane, gender mainstreaming work does not at all target women, but provides all kinds of training to civil servants in government agencies and staff in international development organizations to ensure that they incorporate a gender perspective when formulating policy and that they seek advice from persons involved and let them participate in the decision-making process.
598. Marking the tenth anniversary of the Beijing World Conference on Women in March this year, the U.N. held another conference, at which we very clearly felt that everyone kept reminding others that the outcome of the Beijing Conference ten years ago and the Millennium Development Plan must be closely interlinked, otherwise the various issues would dilute the U.N.’s limited resources.
599. I feel that the fingerprint proposal should be looked at on different levels. 
600. This is because the law states that Taiwan nationals should affix a fingerprint when obtaining an identification card, but the current Executive Yuan policy is for everyone in Taiwan to acquire new cards as of July 1st, 2005.
601. What possible reason can the government give to justify the sudden invalidation of my current ID and demand that I get a new one? 
602. Officials could decide that everyone is required to change their driver’s licenses tomorrow, and on top of that add some other sort of stipulation.
603. I am willing to say that the government should only require those willing to affix a fingerprint to do so. 
604. I cannot say that I have had a spotless record for decades so you have no reason to presume I am a criminal and demand my fingerprint.
605. Even if I were to take my last breath while standing in front of the Household Registry people and promise that my last minute on earth would be crime free, the government would still require me to affix my fingerprint “in accordance with law,” because the authorities cannot be sure that I would not commit some malicious offense before taking my leave. 

606. The Constitution assumes that those in power may abuse it, while those in power have no way to prove that they wouldn’t. 
607. Even if I didn’t have an ID card, I could still exist in this society, but I would like the government not to assume that I am a criminal.
608. At the time many people thought that Taiwan’s agriculture was in a certain sense already in a permanent state of decline. 
609. But when looking back at that era today, I think that the May 20 farmers’ movement 17 years ago actually sowed many new seeds and also brought the germination of new industries. 
610. Back then the media also felt that it was very strange that so many of these egg-headed scholars, who never before cared about society, signed the appeal.
611. Later on it was said that under the vegetables the truck was fully loaded with a ton of stones, so that, on the slightest provocation, the protesting farmers would suddenly have a whole lot of stones in their hands to throw around all over the place. 
612. Some scientists at Tsing Hua and Chiao Tung universities also felt that the driver’s testimony was strange. 
613. In order to find the truth, we demanded that all streetlights be witched off. 
614. I remember that before coming to power the Democratic Progressive Party once came up with the term “Bedges of the law,” which meant that some protest actions pushed the envelope to the brink of apparently intending to break the law. 
615. I believe that National Taiwan Univerwsity is the only remaining university with a college of agriculture in all of Taiwan. 
616. However, one of the members of the review panel gave me his opinion, arguing that Taiwan no longer has any rural villages, that agriculture does not have any value anymore and that therefore there is no need for research. 

617. They only know that now that the monster has come, the impact will be very big, but they don’t know how big. 
618. We count on being able to eat healthy food, and therefore we hope that farmers manage the land and produce healthy agricultural products, while also shaping beautiful rural scenery. 
619. Why would I say that the problem of Taiwan’s rural villages is mainly a social welfare problem and not an industrial policy problem? 
620. A lot of people like to say that Taiwan’s farmers are oppressed and exploited.
621. From Professor Huang’s explanations we can see that Taiwan sure enough is a quite complex and diverse society that finds it difficult to have a unitary standpoint or standard. 
622. This female journalist has just mentioned that industrialization has destroyed Taiwan already once and I agree that we need to review that part. 
623. Tourists think this is very romantic, but I don’t think that the farmers themselves feel that their lives are very romantic.

624. Due to rising gender awareness in recent years, some sociologists advocate that gender be given a core position in addressing the problem of social disintegration and that gerontologists should pay attention to the facts that elderly women are economically poor and have low status in society.

625. Nowadays, young people fear that older people will not retire as much as men feared women’s entry into the workplace in the past. 
626. The statistics show that there is no significant gender difference for the old age population younger than age 84, but for the population age 85 or older, females clearly outnumber males.
627. It seems that there are already no work opportunities for people in their forties or fifties, but the cruel thing is that a lot of them still need to support a family. 
628. A forward-looking, active old age policy must make old people and even young people feel that “old” means a world that entails hopes and expectations. 
629. The “Greater China” orientation of some people is so strong that right up to today they claim that Outer Mongolia is “our” territory. 
630. Not a few foreigners who come to Taiwan gush over the fact that the “Standard Map of the Republic of China” pasted everywhere claims that we are the the second largest country in the world and that the “People’s Republic of China” comes only in third place!
631. China’s formulation of an “anti-secession law” actually means that it has recognized the reality of a split across the Taiwan Strait. 
632. Actually from another perspective, he knows that many pan-green supporters live in southern Taiwan. 
633. This means that if the quality of these fruits is improved just a little bit, they will very quickly become a competitor of Taiwanese agricultural products.
634. The projects that we have carried out in various countries in the past show that the surface area where projects have been promoted is limited and that for quite some time the projects were located in the same region and it was not possible to broaden their scope.
635. We cannot only emphasize that Taiwan is a health entity, but must go further, stressing that Taiwan is an independent, sovereign country.
636. Over nearly the past ten years, the Chinese representative has not changed his statement, emphasizing that, “the health of Taiwan’s people is provided for by we Chinese. 
637. A public opinion poll conducted by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in 2004 showed that 90 percent of respondents agreed that Taiwan should join the WHO. 
638. Some 81-82 percent believe that the Chinese people’s opposition to Taiwan’s entry into the WHO is truly wrong.
639. However, we later discovered that the difficulties were almost of the same dimensions, because if you lobby non-governmental organizations, most people will express sympathy and will also agree that Taiwan should join the WHO. 
640. Previously they felt that Southeast Asia is a far-away place. 
641. But if we open the program schedule of our PTS, we can see that it broadcasts animated films in the mornings and offers just a single talk show program per week. 
642. But if you have somewhat more contact with these movies, you will discover that their content is filled with similar formulas. 
643. He said that he has watched numerous films and that over many years his movie-watching experience was to sit there and have someone else turn the pages of the book for him, because these movies were too similar, too safe, they had not a single point at which they broke the mold. 
644. My teacher once said that in the past Taiwan was always colonized. 
645. So I think that we cannot always blame the young people for not being able to appreciate the film art. 
646. Moreover we can see very clearly that the directors currently participating in international film festivals are the directors of Taiwan’s New Wave Cinema of the 1980s. 
647. He liked theater work, but never thought that one day he would shoot movies.
648. Many people think that so-called profit-making organizations are money-making organizations, while non-profit organizations are organizations that do not make money or should not make money. 
649. When the oil crisis happened in the 1970s, countries around the world used Keynesian economics, which meant that the government acted as locomotive, hiring workers on a large scale to expand employment and bring down the employment rate. 
650. Since 2000, this method no longer works, because everyone hopes that governments can be scaled down more and more and does not want to see them become employers. 

651. A while ago it was estimated that Taiwan’s aged population would not account for 20 percent of the total before 2030. 
652. After nonprofit organizations have developed into a service industry, the donors of some organizations will think that they don’t need to provide donations any more, since the organization is already able to make money.
653. People engaged in youth work quite clearly understand that youth work is professional work helping others, spending time in exchange for space.
654. I have been involved in youth work for a long time and often discover that our government does not attach as much importance to youth as the governments of other countries. 
655. I personally believe that we have to remove the spell of childcare work on youth work. 
656. Therefore admitting that youth representatives directly participate in relevant policymaking and advisory mechanisms, and acknowledging that youth is able to participate in solving their own difficulties is the kind of spirit that we should look into when establishing an integrative cross-agency platform for youth policy in the future. 
657. Therefore, I personally believe that if the “Youth Advisory Committee” truly wants to function as an integrative cross-agency platform, it needs to establish under the Committee permanent secretarial units, hire designated personnel for its secretariat, while also establishing policy-oriented work groups, which conduct research and discussions on special youth policy issues. 
658. We also hope that he will respond to the Youth Policy White Book and tell us how the state is going to start to invest in the 4.5 million youth of Taiwan. Moreover, in terms of government restructuring, we hope that Premier Hsieh will listen to the ideas of youth organizations, and that above all when it comes to promoting future youth affairs, he will regard them as members of civic society who should duly be given an opportunity to fully participate and express their views.

659. The 13th article of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights states that everyone has the right to leave any country, including his own, and to return to his country.
660. Presently, however, civil groups are calling for making matters more convenient for citizens here and are saying that combining the affairs of different departments would not be sound policy. 
661. Furthermore, civic groups have criticized that in the event that a Taiwanese spouse passes away, foreign or Chinese spouses are unable to apply for permanent residence if there are no children from the marriage. 
662. This seems to indicate that many foreign brides feel they have no recourse but to have kids in order to protect their rights to residency. 
663. Explanations should be given to questions from Chinese spouses who feel that the government has imposed a double standard for obtaining identification cards.
664. From this process we can see that although the committee members in charge differed each time we sent our application to a government agency, their responses were largely the same.
665. We know that all that civil servants have to do to get promoted is to pass an exam for promotion to a higher rank. 
666. Besides, Taiwan has established the “Mental Health Act,” which stipulates that psychiatric patients do not have to pay for beds that are covered by notional health insurance. 
667. You have no other choice but to send the patient to an institution that does not have national health insurance beds, which means that he will have to pay himself. 
668. At election time, many candidates, regardless of party affiliation, say that they love Taiwan, but we have serious doubts about one point: If they love Taiwan, why don’t they respect things from Taiwan? 
669. Why do government procedures require that we submit successful examples from overseas if we propose to implement a community-based mental health rehabilitation mechanism that is based on local research? 
670. Recently the Bureau of Labor Affairs has come up with a very unreasonable system, stipulating that patients require a referral from a physician when they want to enroll in a community rehabilitation mechanism. 
671. We all know that every big hospital uses pyramid-style management with medical services at the top and some community rehabilitation at the bottom.
672. They hope that the patients’ jobs are sustainable, but the entire environment does not operate that way. 
673. In order to safeguard the right to work of the physically and mentally handicapped, our “Physically and Mentally Disabled Citizens Protection Act” stipulates that public agencies must hire one physically or mentally disabled person per 50 employees, while private-sector companies and organizations must hire one per every 100 employees.
674. One reason why today’s government dares to boldly do these things, while knowing that it is in the wrong, is that it has the legitimacy that democracy has bestowed on it. 
675. Everyone hopes that the government has more administrative efficiency, that it is able to show stronger ruling functions, that it is able to better maintain order and domestic security, and that it is able to secure customs and appearances. 

676. They even claim that not establishing a fingerprint archive amounts to disarming the police and severely undermining morale.
677. But they intuitively claim that (the archive) is connected to domestic security.
678. Chen Jen-ran, Ho Jan-ming, Liu Ching-yi, Chuang Tyng-ruey and other friends discovered that a task force in the Research, Development, and Evaluation Commission under the Executive Yuan was in the process of discussing a contract with a business group led by the Rebar Group. 
679. In the end, the group thwarted this hideous plan, but everyone who participated in the protests then had a certain dreamlike sensation: we felt that we had fought a horrifying war, but it was a war that only few people cared about. 

680. The Justice Ministry’s Chen Ding-nan even proposed that, aside from fingerprints, citizens should also provide their DNA and dental records.
681. Looking back at historical developments in the 20th century, we see that many oriental countries found a way to attain independence under the iron heel of Western Imperialism. 
682. The fact that Hong Kong and Macao went back to China without ever considering independence proves that the influence of China’s expansionist desires is immense.
683. Looking back on early European independence movements of the Westphalia Treaty of 1648, we find that European nations respect international law. 
684. I am afraid to say that this is the biggest dissimilarity between Western and Chinese civilizations.
685. And in the eyes of these lawmakers the common tenet that “marital spats are quickly solved in bed” is not surprisingly interpreted to mean that sexual intercourse between husband and wife is the key for solving marital conflicts.
686. In fact, among cases of marital violence, there is a quite high ratio of women who are battered because they found out that their husbands were cheating on them or because they do not want to accede to their philandering husbands’ demand for a divorce, while there are few cases where the husband is beaten because the woman has an extramarital affair.
687. We may say that the execution of protective orders is the part that has triggered the greatest controversy in the process of implementing domestic violence prevention work over the past six years. 
688. To cite an example: many women do not understand protective orders clearly enough, so they think that a protective order works like a magic amulet that must only be worn on the body or placed in the home to be safe and sound and carefree. 
689. It cannot be denied that in a society that is dominated by heterosexual culture, we often hear about intimate violence between homosexual partners. 
690. China’s Environmental Protection Agency reports that the Gobi desert expanded by 52,400 square kilometers from 1994 to 1999. 
691. It is easy to say that “providing they are compatible with the purpose of these Regulations”, but will be difficult to solve the conflicts.
692. In conclusion to this idea we can conclude that with the globalization we are witnessing a transformation, rather that the replacement, of state sovereignty.
693. Given that in 1950 Franco-German relations were still chilly, how could we have imagined that in 2004 a draft European Constitution would be under serious consideration.
694. (At its summit) in Rome in 2004 the EU adopted the Treaty Establishing a Constitution for Europe, but this does not mean that the adoption of the European Constitution has been completed as it must still be sent back to the member countries for approval by referendum.
695. If the European Constitution is not adopted, this does, of course, not mean that the EU is dead. 
696. It only means that everyone goes back to the previous treaty and the process slowly starts over again.
697. At the time I deeply felt that the philosophy that I studied in Taiwan was actually some sort of archeological work on philosophy and not true philosophy. 
698. We could say that my seven or eight years of studying in Europe were a time of self-exploration.
699. You are probably familiar with this way of putting it, as this is what Lee Teng-hui was talking about when he said he discovered that the latter half of his life was not about Lee Teng -hiu, meaning a Lee Teng-hui that does not belong to “the smaller self Lee Teng-hui,” but to the “the bigger self Lee Teng-hui.” 

700. In terms of thought and culture, the Europeans several centuries ago freed themselves from old systems and relationships of rule, which also meant that human thinking and subjectivity were freed from a bigger self.
701. In the summer of 1932 someone suggested that film be added to these categories. 
702. This means that the entire 1930s were a hotbed for the development of cinematographic culture. 
703. The French government decided that the festival would open on September 1, 1939, but did not expect World War II to begin two days later (when Britain and France declared war on Germany). 
704. We often say that Taiwanese films are carefully crafted handiworks. 
705. As everyone here has studied journalism, we all know that the two basic principles of newsgathering are “accuracy” and “impartiality.” 
706. This means that there should be at least tow independent sources to verify a story. 
707. Just now a few symposium participants mentioned that the China Times reporter felt the story was worth publishing because of the large number of people discussing it on the Internet. 
708. For example, the BBC suggests that its reporters use Web sites that go through its system.
709. Many participants mentioned that reporters should work harder at verifying stories. 
710. Someone even joked that people get up every morning to see what the tabloids have uncovered. 
711. We are of course are not suggesting that everyone involved in the media is a bad person.
712. He said that in the face of the Chinese authorities’ double-handed approach of offering petty favors after setting up the guillotine, the people of Taiwan definitely will not be duped and misled. 
713. Chen declared that the demonstration “represents the most peaceful, most rational, most humble vocalization by the people of Taiwan.”
714. He also said that the marchers would call across the strait to the Chinese authorities: “The 2,000-plus delegates at China’s National People’s Congress cannot vote on the destiny of the 23 million people of Taiwan. 

715. President Chen stressed that China’s passage of the ASL provides further proof of the many institutional differences between the two sides of the Taiwan Strait. 
716. He continued, “We insist that the differences between the two sides should be resolved through dialogue based on the principles of democracy, freedom, and peace. 
717. Mainland Affair Council chairman Joseph Wu said in an international press conference that policies already underway would not be affected, but to guarantee Taiwan’s national security and renew mutual engagement between China and Taiwan, certain necessary measures would have to be taken.
718. Wu said that in drafting future cross-strait financial and economic regulations, the Taiwan government would have to take into consideration the ASL and any factors that might follow from it.
719. The ASL specifically states that “there is only one China in the world,” and draws three lines in the sand to prevent Taiwan from “seceding” from China: 
720. The New York Times noted that passage of the ASL by the Chinese government is a political strategy, because regardless of whether it has any bases in law, China’s leaders have already arrogated the power to invade Taiwan, and the ASL severely restricts Chen Shui-bian’s political room for maneuver. 
721. It also clearly states that any amendment to Taiwan’s constitution that would strengthen its de facto independent status may lead to a military response. 
722. The US government criticized the ASL, saying that its passage is “regrettable” and that it may set back cross-strait relations. 
723. In an interview with the Washington Post, Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice, who plans to visit China at the end of March, said that making US Ease Asian regional policy and interests clear was extremely important. 
724. Rice said that the US continues to support the “one-China” policy, and that it does not expect either side to try to take advantage of the situation or to provoke the other side. 
725. Rice also said that the US had made it.

726. Premier Junichiro Koizumi said that this law has a negative effect on Chinese-Taiwanese relations, and he also expressed the hope that the two sides could “work hard toward a peaceful solution.” 
727. It would appear that Japan has reached a turning point in its Taiwan policy.

728. Dr. Edward I-hsin Chen, professor and director of the Graduate Institute of American Studies, Tamkang University, points out that from the time the content of the ASL draft was first made known until the law was promulgated, the US took a weaker stance that Japan. 
729. He notes that Washington is not exactly sanguine about the passage of the ASL, but neither is it likely to make a strong response against it. 
730. DPP legislator Lin Chup-shui notes that the ASL throws cross-strait relations back to the “civil war” psychology of 50 years ago and that the international community is in an uproar, making future cross-strait relations even more uncertain.
731. Chang also says that now that the international community is paying close attention to the situation in the Taiwan Strait, there is a good opportunity to seek the cooperation of the US, Japan, and the European Union in getting Taiwan admitted to the World Health Organization and other international bodies. 
732. The sixth point in the agreement stresses that we cannot proceed hastily with liberalization to the detriment of the most fundamental and most important part of our policy--that of "effective management." 
733. President Chen explained that in issues involving national sovereignty and government authority, accord must be reached between the ruling and opposition parties to safeguard the nation's highest interests. 
734. Chiang Pin-kun explained that some of the issues, including simplification of Mainland Entry Permits for Taiwanese and tuition reductions for Taiwanese students in the PRC, can be realized by the PRC government by itself. 
735. MAC chairman Joseph Wu stated that enhancing effective management did not mean a return to the "be patient, no haste" policy. 
736. At a news conference in preparation for his trip, Lien stated that he had no prearranged agenda for his meeting with Hu Jintao, but aimed purely to advance the welfare of the people of Taiwan, and that he would state his and the KMT's position of not pursuing Taiwanese independence and of rejecting military force, and the hope that cross-strait dialogue could be resumed.
737. The LIS greeted Lien's trip as a positive development, stating that dialogue was the appropriate way to resolve cross-strait issues. 
738. After several days' communication between the Office of the President and the KMT, the two sides agreed that President Chen and Lien Chan would speak to each other by telephone before Lien's departure.
739. Although ex-president Lee Teng-hui criticized Lien Chan's and lames Soong's visits to China as marking a step backward for Taiwanese consciousness, President Chen wished them well, saying that as long as their visits stayed within the law, the opportunity for them to exchange opinions at first hand with Chinese leaders would be to Taiwan's advantage.
740. Returning to the basic issue, however, we see that for a long time now, the ruling and opposition parties have been marching to the beats of different drummers, each doing what it considers right. 
741. It has been said that the ruling and opposition parties must mend fences with each other before cross-strait reconciliation can be possible. 
742. The groups are against sacrificing animals’ rights and lives for political purposes, the letter said, adding that the precious pandas should stay in their original habitat.
743. Child Welfare League Foundation said that an increase in the number of teenage runaways was largely due to an increase in youngsters making friends via the Internet and running away from home to meet them, cautioning parents to pay more attention to their children’s practices on the Internet.
744. They further stated that such cases had increased rapidly over the past five years.
745. The foundation also found that 80 percent of the runaway teenagers had been female, showing that female teenagers are far more likely than their male counterparts to run away from home after making friends on the Internet.
746. The foundation said that they had seen several cases where girls had suffered sexual abuse upon meeting their “Internet friends,” with one girl even being imprisoned for months by her connection.
747. Wang said that the teenage years mark a critical stage in the development of personal identity. 
748. It is estimated that more than a million followers will join the pilgrimage along the way, as it travels through Cingshuei, Shalu, Jhanghua, Yuanlin and Siluo.
749. Thereafter, legends say that she ascended to heaven and became an immortal who would take care of fishermen and sailors and guide their way in rough seas, earning her the title “Goddess of the Sea.”
750. The former lawmaker issued a press release yesterday denying reports that the attack left him in a pool of blood, after a local television station and a newspaper reported that three or four men attacked Ju while he was having a late night snack at a hot pot restaurant in Xiamen in southeastern China. 
751. The reports said that a witness saw Ju “fall in a pool of his own blood.”
752. Since Ju did not appear in public yesterday, it was impossible to independently corroborate the reports, but Criminal Investigation Bureau deputy chief Kao Cheng-sheng confirmed that Ju was beaten by a group of people and was at the very least slightly injured.
753. Responding to the CIB’s report, Ju asked his assistant in Taiwan to issue a press release declaring that he was not hurt seriously and accusing the CIB official of “making exaggerated additions to unverified information.”
754. Leaders of the ruling and opposition parties in the Legislature yesterday agreed unanimously to adopt a resolution against China’s plan to enact an anti-session law targeting Taiwan, warning that they would consider other actions if the proposed legislation was passed.
755. Speaking at the beginning of the weekly Cabinet meeting, Hsieh also defended his insistence on “administration based on law,” saying that the principle was the best protection for human rights for the vast majority f the people.
756. The premier reaffirmed that “my commitment to human rights is no less than anyone else,” but declared that “the principle of administration based on law restricts government” and “in fact guarantees the human rights of the great majority of the people.”
757. The controversy was now a “legislative” matter, Hsieh said, noting that some lawmakers believed that the people should be willing to sacrifice some human rights and privacy in exchange for public order.
758. Han Shih-hsien, spokesman of the National Federation of Bank’s Employees Unions, said that while the government did not offer specifics, it responded positively to their proposals. 
759. The unions believe that the government’s attempt to promote large financial institutions through mergers only benefits large conglomerates, especially dominant local insurance companies.
760. The cabinet hopes that police authorities will solve the case soon and bring the poisoner to justice to restore the peace of mind of the community and allow the company to resume operations, “said Cabinet spokesman Cho Jung-tai.
761. Minister of Justice Shih Mao-lin said that although 5,000 prisoners could gain their release by paying fines, the detainees choose not to do so because they believe it would be difficult to earn a living after being freed.
762. The justice minister said that the high figure is not a result of an increase in crime but because prisoners choose to stay in prison rather than pay fines.
763. Chu’s family started to receive phone calls from anonymous individuals on April 27, who claimed that the 23-year-old Olympian used the services of a prostitute without paying for her.
764. The callers demanded that the Chu family pay NT$3 million to keep the scandal quiet.
765. Police believe Chu could have been targeted by a fraucring based in both Taiwan and China, because the Olympian revealed that one of the callers who asked for money had a typical Cantonese accent.
766. Acknowledging that he had remitted money to the unidentified callers, Chu said he later realized the strategy was flawed.
767. He said, however, that he later changed his mind and refused to cooperate with the blackmailers because he relized they would never be satisfied with what they received.
768. The 25-year-old right-hander explained that he “was unable to get good extension and that affected his control and ability to hit the strike zone.”
769. That meant that some nations' zones would overlap. 
770. In the interests of safety, the administration stressed that the government by no means encourages fishermen to take matters into their own hands. 
771. Before the problem is solved, Taiwan should continue to maintain its claim on the Tiaoyutais and request that the Japanese keep to the status quo. 
772. President Chen said that he was representing Taiwan's 23 million people to pay his and their deepest condolences to the late Pope. 
773. President Chen said that Pope John Paul II was an "ambassador of world peace" and was respected and admired by people of all countries and faiths, a fact attested by the attendance at his funeral of more than 200 delegations from more than 150 countries on six continents. 
774. He demonstrated that "Peace cannot be achieved in one fell swoop. 
775. People First Party (PFP) Councilor Wang Yu-cheng resigned his party membership after falsely claiming that food offerings at funerals were being resold to restaurants.
776. After interrogation, the suspect admitted that the video is merely a dramatic reenactment staged by Wang’s assistants.
777. After checking with Chen’s family, police decided that he “could have” committed the shooting to vent his resentment at the political situation, Hou said.
778. Minister of the Interior Su Jia-chyuan had said earlier that if there was sufficient time to complete the process of change before the elections, the government would implement the “three-in-one” poll as scheduled.
779. Although Sunday’s accident was the first since Wenshan Hot Spring reopened to the public in 2002, Huang suggested that it might not be the last.
780. Local television reports said that Lin’s family may request state compensation over the accident, which they viewed as resulting from the inadequate management of the national park administration.
781. The park warns visitors on its Web site that, “there are no emergency facilities nearby,” but only suggests that tourists “exercise extra caution so as to enjoy a memorable trip” in its Web guide to the hot spring in nearby Tiansiang.
782. He however explained that under the National Health Insurance Act, patients should bear the full cost of all non-prescription medicines.
783. He explained that drugs for the treatment of cancer and rare diseases account for the bulk of the budget.
784. Criminal Investigation Bureau Commissioner Hou Youyi said that the actions of the gangs, both at home or abroad, have been under close surveillance by the CIB and Interpol.
785. Speaking at a weekly Cabinet meeting, Hsieh said that the mission of the ad hoc National Assembly is to consider a constitutional amendment package adopted by the Legislative Yuan last August.
786. Chunghwa Telecom Chairman Ho Chen Tan said that he is prepared to deal with the consequences of a second strike. 
787. The CTWU claims that the company is not following the regulations in a legislative resolution which requires the company to sign a “collective contract” with the union before privatizing so as to ensure protection of the rights and interests of the company’s employees before a private entity takes over.
788. A survey on Taiwan women’s raising children in November 2003 found that married women over 15 years old think the number of children ideally should be 2.5, slightly lower than the actual figure of 2.7 persons. 
789. It also announced that people can get more information on precautionary measures at the Web site http://fema.swcb.gov.tw/main/index_01.asp. Individuals can also dial 0800-246-246 to inform the authorities of dangerous conditions that have yet to be noticed.
790. In related news, the Council of Agriculture estimated that as of yesterday afternoon, agricultural losses due to the storm reached NT$180 million, with the biggest hits suffered by farmers of watermelons, rice, and leafy vegetables. 
791. The COA also added that it would release some frozen agricultural products into the market to stabilize prices.
792. The 25-year-old right-hander explained that he “was unable to get good extension and that affected his control and ability to hit the strike zone.”
793. Before National Day, President Chen Shui-bian repeatedly hinted that he would have important things to say during the celebrations on that day. 
794. He stated that in facing up to international competition, Taiwan should be more unified. 
795. Chen also emphasize that the autonomy of Taiwan is something in which all ethnic groups participate and toward which all contribute. 
796. He noted that General Assembly Resolution 2758 never gave the People’s Republic of China the right to “represent the people of Taiwan” in the UN or related organizations. 
797. President Chen said that the threat of armed force creates “shadows of terror” and “forces of darkness” hanging over cross-strait relations. 
798. The leaders of the new century on both sides of the Taiwan Strait should have the foresight to see that the main trends today are regional integration and global partnership, and start with a fresh perspective to collectively deal with future problems in cross-strait relations. 
799. Chen also declared that the governments and peoples on both sides certainly have different views on many issues, and that there are many misunderstandings as a result of inability to communicate. 
800. President Chen emphasized that any conflict in Taiwan Strait could cause irreparable harm to the peoples on both sides, so the two sides should consider taking practical steps in “arms control.” 
801. In closing, Chen promised that after the year-end Legislative Yuan elections he will, with the greatest sincerity, invite the leaders of all political parties to form a “Committee for Cross-Strait Peace and Development,” to seek cross-party cooperation on constitutional reform and national policy.
802. Chen said it is hoped that the average national taxation rate can be raised to 15 percent in three years from the current 13.6 percent. 
803. He added that Taiwan’s average taxation rate is too low when compared with the average of 27 percent seen in Organization of Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD) countries.
804. The president instructed that the business tax be hiked by one or two percentage points to 6 percent or 7 percent as a starter in the tax reform efforts.
805. Quoting current government revenue tallies, Chen said that only one-quarter of the country’s tax revenues are collected from business, while three-quarters come from working individuals.
806. He added that the government should also study the possibility of providing tax incentives or zero tax treatment to individuals in the category of education or career-related training.
807. Initial investigations show that the accident happened when the experts were handling landmines being removed, police said, adding that it remained unclear what triggered the explosion.
808. He said that VISA will continue cooperating with Taiwan’s card-issuing banks and the police to further step up smart card payment security in stores and wipe out counterfeiting, despite fact that the Taiwan credit card market quite mature and strong in terms of risk management.
809. After visiting Democratic Progressive Party (DPP) Chairman Su Tseng-chang, Premier Frank Hsieh said that the Central Election Commission (CEC) will decide whether to hold three local elections together the end of this year.
810. Ni said that the video footage showed the dog catchers throwing one of the animals high in the air and letting it fall, howling, into the truck.
811. He suggested that this incident was just the tip of the iceberg and that an estimated 100 dogs per month around the island are similarly mistreated.
812. Ni noted that despite the fact that Taiwan passed a law in 1998 to prevent cruelty to animals, dogs in Taiwan still fall victim to mishandling by government workers.
813. The ART is demanding that the dog catchers in Keelung be punished in accordance with the Animal Protection Law for their brutality to the animals.
814. The group is also advocating that the government train and test dog catchers before hiring them, and that suitable equipment be provided for such work.
815. Mayor Ma acknowledged the 228 Incident was a historical tragedy, and said that while people might forgive its perpetrators, they should not forget the incident’s history.
816. Ma said that the city government’s “panda task force,” to be headed by his deputy Yeh Chin-chuan, will strive to have the pair of pandas housed at the Taipei City Zoo.
817. Noting that Taipei City Zoo has been preparing for nearly 10 years to accommodate pandas, Ma said construction of the zoo’s panda pavilion is expected to be completed in the near future. 
818. He added that zoo keepers have been receiving special training on panda care and that funds required for this project are also in place.
819. It has been reported that the China Conservation and Research Center for the Giant Panda has already received an order from the authorities to submit data on pandas suitable for export to Taiwan, as currently there around 80 pandas that might be considered.
820. However, Democratic Progressive Party city councilors yesterday argued that the city should give more attention to protecting an endangered species of migrating birds that come to the Hua-Jiang Wild Duck Nature Park every year, rather than focusing on the pandas.
821. City Councilor Hsu Chia-ching said that it would cause controversy to talk about spending NT$50 million of city money to build and maintain a panda pavilion at the City Zoo while the habitat of the migratory birds was in such poor repair because of a lack of funds.
822. Chen Yu-min, chief of the Environment and Animal Society of Taiwan, said angrily that those who support accepting the gift view the offer as a gesture of peace and friendship, while those who oppose the offer argue that it is a political tactic and part of China’s “united front” strategy.
823. Council of Agriculture Chairman Lee Ching-lung said Tuesday that his council will act according to the law and professionally assess, without regard for political considerations.
824. Speaking at a weekly Cabinet meeting, Hsieh said that the mission of the ad hoc National Assembly is to consider a constitutional amendment package adopted by the Legislative Yuan last August.
825. The independent lawmaker even suggested that the NT$12,000 Mont Blanc fountain pen and another pen of the same brand worth NT$160,000 from his own collection could be auctioned to help professor Hsieh Ta-ning of the Democratic Action Alliance defray the costs of his trial against the Ministry of National Defense.
826. But he later said he wasn’t aware that Li Ao did not like receiving gifts under such circumstances.

833. Cardinal Tien Hospital, Taipei County, confirmed that Wang was formerly employed as a driver at the hospital.
834. Kuo Hsiao-feng, a hospital director denied that Wang could have sourced the cyanide from the hospital.
835. Olympic gold medalist Chu Mu-yen acknowledged yesterday that he made friends with a Chinese girl on an Internet chat room who later turned out to be part of a cross-strait fraud ring that tried to blackmail him for NT$3 million.
836. They suspect two China-based brothers, Lo Kuo-wei and Lo Shih-gang, conceived their plot after learning that Cher had met Chu in the chat room.
837. Local cable station ETTV claimed it had downloaded the conversation from the Internet, but Chu said yesterday that he recorded the conservation and only gave it to the police to help with the investigation.
838. Investigations by the authorities, however, dug up no evidence to support the charges and revealed that the video was actually faked by Wang's assistants.
839. On 2 June, People First Party Taipei City councilor Mike Wang, a former member of the media himself, brought to light a videotape suggesting that scare artists were selling food offerings slated for destruction from Taipei's First and Second Municipal Funeral Parlors. 
840. Taipei Health Department workers went several times to the places cared on a list provided by Wang to determine whether illicit foodstuff come in, but their investigations showed that many of the eateries did not exist or had gone out of business long age restaurants that could be found posed no cause for suspicion as their food sources could all be traced.
841. He divulged that Wang's assistant had supplied him with food and a scooter and asked him to play the part of the black T-shifted fellow in this "simulation." 
842. Although Wang apologized tearfully for the tape's forged contents, he maintained that the whole incident was staged by his assistants without his knowledge. 
843. He further insisted that "cockroaches" did indeed exist, but his assistants hadn't able to catch them on film, so they had opted to shoot a "simulation"--a technique commonly employed by Taiwan's news stations.
844. Furthermore, the PFP suspended his party membership indefinitely, EITV took his in-depth investigative program off the air, and the injured restaurateurs have joined together to demand that Wang compensate them for damage done to their businesses and reputations or be sued for defamation.
845. The WHO estimates that as many as 7 million people could die if a bird flu pandemic breaks out during next year's flu season between January and March 2006.
846. During a high-level national security meeting in mid-August 2005, President Chen Shui-bian announced that avian influenza was to be considered a new threat to national security. 
847. The National Security Council also ordered that information be gathered on avian influenza in the greater China region and possible routes that it could take into Taiwan, and that an impact assessment be prepared.
848. Dr. Lee long-wook, Korean secretary-general of the WHO, warned that it is only a matter of time before a bird flu pandemic occurs among humans; the results may be catastrophic, making SARS pale in comparison.
849. The CDC predicts that with the experience of battling SARS in 2003 under its belt, Taiwan won't panic when bird flu strikes. But due to the HSNI virus' high virulence, an expected 5.3 million people will be infected, over 70,000 will be hospitalized, and more than 14,000 will die once the new strain of influenza erupts.
850. Health minister Hou Sheng-mou points out that the National Health Research Institutes already has the capability to produce Tamifiu. Taiwan can go into mass production as soon as a license is granted.
851. Statistics show that major influenza epidemics erupt an average of three times every century. 
852. The Spanish flu of 1918 is most often compared to the current strain, because scientists have discovered that the pathogen of that scourge originated among birds, and just like the strain presently raging in Southeast Asia, mutated and was transmitted to humans. 
853. Confronted with the impending onslaught of this worldwide storm, CDC director general Shih Wen-yi suggests that the public avoid contact with birds, wash their hands frequently, and steer clear of hospitals. 
854. The Ministry of the Interior (MOI) stated that, according to law, Yunlin County Chief Chang Jung-wei will be relieved of his post as county magistrate. 
855. Noting that the fishing industry has played an important role in the economic development of many countries, Hsieh said Taiwan’s fishing industry has also contributed significantly to the island’s economic development, supporting the livelihood of many fishermen and providing a good source of protein to the people.
856. Hsieh added that the fact that people of these countries are healthier and have longer life spans is absolutely related to their preference for fish products.
857. Stressing that Taiwan’s fishing industry must be run without harming the island’s ecosystem, Hsieh urged the public to monitor the industry while showing support for it.
858. Ma said that the priority of the KMT would be to deal with the thorny problem of its party assets, party employee layoffs and its past “black and gold” image.

875. If international oil prices don't come down, the CPI is unlikely to rise by less than 2%, and consumers will find that their money doesn’t stretch as far as it used to. 
876. Further price increases could produce negative real interest rates (real interest is the bank interest rate minus the inflation rate), which means that the real value of bank accounts would shrink. 
877. Ho Mei-yueh, the minister of economic affairs, has stated that to keep consumer prices in check, she does not support further price increases by China Petroleum. 
878. Petrochemical has explained that it has no plans at this point to increase the prices of petroleum products any more this year. 
879. The Council of Agriculture has stated that increases in vegetable prices over the short-term have been, for the most part, the result of climate-related factors, and promises that agricultural agencies will stabilize vegetable prices by bolstering buffer stocks.
880. The Department of Taxation under the Ministry of Economic Affairs says that from the end of 2000 to July of this year, the CPI increased nearly 4%. 
881. Hu Sheng-cheng, chairman of the Council for Economic Planning and Development, points out that the top priority for the next few months is to reduce the impact on the economy by focusing on price controls. 
882. President Chen Shui-bian said that his three-nation diplomatic tour of South Pacific allies – the Marshall Islands, Kiribati and Tuvalu – set several records.
883. The president said that the records included visiting four countries in the South Pacific in only three days and flying more planes of various kinds than ever before.
884. Cho yesterday asserted that “Not many people would be affected by the new initiative,” as according to statistics compiled on April 12, 84.53 percent of ATM transfers were for less than NT$30,000.
885. As the FSC is charged with administrative oversight of the banking system, Kong said that the body “would promote this new measure to the public.”
886. The Cabinet denied the upwards adjustment of the limit was a policy U-turn, noting that the April 12 meeting, attended by vice ministers, was a mechanism for coordinating different ministries’ opinions rather than a means to formulate the Cabinet’s final decision, according to Cho.
887. Taiwan is dealing with the Italian government on the matter of the transit stop, the government officials said, adding that there was a possibility that the Italian government would bow to pressure from China and deny permission for Chen to land there.
888. The EPA spokesman said that this will be Taiwan’s fourth and strongest dust storm this year. 
889. The EPA said that dust storms often hit Taiwan between March and May. 
890. Chou pointed out that Vibrio cholerae, the bacterium that causes cholera, exists commonly in the environment and is transmissible through the feces of an infected person, contaminated food or drink, flies and cockroaches.
891. Chang Li-shan, Chang’s sister and an independent lawmaker, said she was surprised by the ruling, and added that she would discuss it with Chang’s lawyer to see whether there was any possibility of filing a special appeal in the future.

894. Wen Chi-pang, a health policy researcher at the institute, said that Taiwan should double its anti-smoking efforts by informing the public of the hazards of cigarette-smoking through media and educational systems.
895. The average price of each pack of cigarettes in Taiwan is between NT$35 and 40, meaning that an average worker can buy one pack by working for 10 minutes.
896. In addition, he also emphasized that his country’s move is not aimed at availing itself of more financial assistance, but is in appreciation of Taiwan’s democracy.
897. In an effort to guarantee newly established ties would be stable and long lasting, Scotty noted that his decision had been widely endorsed by his country’s parliament, which is controlled by his party.
898. Olympic gold medalist Chu Mu-yen acknowledged yesterday that he made friends with a Chinese girl on an Internet chat room who later turned out to be part of a cross-strait fraud ring that tried to blackmail him for NT$3 million.
899. They suspect two China-based brothers, Lo Kuo-wei and Lo Shih-gang, conceived their plot after learning that Cher had met Chu in the chat room.
900. Local cable station ETTV claimed it had downloaded the conversation from the Internet, but Chu said yesterday that he recorded the conservation and only gave it to the police to help with the investigation.
901. Teachers and examinees generally felt that test questions were relatively easy in most subjects after more than 300,000 junior high school students completed a two-day proficiency test yesterday.
902. Education Minister Tu Cheng-sheng said after the exams that the affirmative attitude of most experts, teachers and the media to the latest proficiency test indicated that the nation’s educational reforms were moving in the right direction.
903. He suggested that parents and students trust in the government’s educational reforms, rather than insisting that the reforms have only brought a greater burden to students.
904. Chen Wei-jen, the chief of the Taipei City Government’s Public Works Department yesterday said he was puzzled and dissatisfied with the ruling, and revealed that a decision would be made later on whether to appeal the verdict.
905. Hsieh pointed out that women account for only 15 percent of the Cabinet at present and major women’s rights groups have been urging the government to appoint more.
906. “The recruitment of the three distinguished female politicians is part of our response to this appeal,” the premier said, adding that the government will continue to tap competent women politicians for its decision- making ranks.
907. It was the first victory in which the pan-greens won over the pan-blues by a substantial margin, but President Chen stressed that the election symbolizes a victory for Taiwan's democratic reform and was not merely a contest between parties.
908. In his speech at his second inaugural ceremony on May 20, 2004, Chen said that a constitution was the ultimate legal foundation of a nation, and a contract between a government and its people. 
909. To avoid the entanglements that occurred during the last six amendments, the president has stressed that the constitutional reform process should not be led by one person or party, nor should it be a temporary fix just to meet present needs.
910. President Chen said that the Chinese Communist Party still keeps a firm grip on the government and the military, but Taiwan is a democracy, and no one should put the party above the nation.
911. Noting that China is targeting Taiwan with 706 missiles, which poses a serious threat to the stability in the Asia-Pacific region, Chen called on the international community not to turn a blind eye to China’s attempts to expand its territory because of the potential economic benefit in tapping.

912. Mainland Affairs Council Vice Chairman David Huang said the law will give China an excuse to attack Taiwan if China perceives that Taiwan is moving towards independence or “seceding.”
913. The premier condemned the outbursts of “irrational and violent” behavior, saying that any party, irrespective of its stance, will be dealt with equally by the law.

917. A renowned breast cancer surgeon, Chang encouraged Taiwanese women to have regular breast examinations, as doctors have discovered that breast cancer cells metastasize to other organs more easily than other types of tumor cells.
918. Premier Frank Hsieh has demanded that all administration officials refrain from making pilgrimages to a controversial Japanese shrine dedicated to 2.5 million war dead, including several convicted war criminals, an official said yesterday.
919. The suicide attempt rate in Taiwan tends to escalate during the period October to April when the northeastern seasonal wind blows over the island, the Taipei Lifeline Association said yesterday, claiming that a series of suicide cases recently might have been related to the seasonal factor.
920. Chu Kai-yu, director general of the association, also noted that the tendency toward suicide seems to be growing.
921. Chu said that 21.3 percent of the people who had contacted the association had psychiatric and physiological problems 12.8 percent had problems related to love affairs, 11.7 percent had marriage problems, 11.2 percent family problems, and 10.9 percent other emotional problems.
922. Doctors found that female vegetarians in Taiwan might not necessarily be healthier than their meat-eating counterparts due to the higher amount of fat and starch in their diet.
923. The Buddhist Tzu Chi General Hospital’s Chiayi branch reported yesterday that out of the 3,689 patients who underwent health checkups in 2003, a higher ratio of female vegetarians (20.1 percent) suffered from metabolic syndromes over meat eating female patients (16.7 percent).
924. Results of the study showed that among female patients, more vegetarians had high blood pressure, high cholesterol and insufficiency of the high-density lipoprotein cholesterol—which is vital in protecting the wall of cardiovascular vessels and avoiding the hardening of arteries.
925. Initial investigations show that the accident happened when the experts were handling landmines being removed, police said, adding that it remained unclear what triggered the explosion.
926. Chen Wei-jen, the chief of the Taipei City Government’s Public Works Department yesterday said he was puzzled and dissatisfied with the ruling, and revealed that a decision would be made later on whether to appeal the verdict.

According to Lee Ching-ping, president of the ROC’s Archery Association, instead of allowing the team to use its “Chinese Taipei” flag decorated with Olympic rings to attend the opening ceremony, the organizer insisted that archers from Taiwan should be present at the ceremony under the ROC national flag.
935. Nevertheless, a ranking official of the International Archery Federation (FITA) requested that the ROC team not use the national flag just before the opening ceremony began. 
936. With the assistance of James L. Easton, former FITA president and incumbent IOC vice president, the FITA officials eventually promised that the ROC team can attend all the activities of the event under the “Chinese Taipei” flag.
937. Koo scathingly criticized the DPP administration and stressed that from now on he will dedicate himself to the promotion of writing a new Constitution for the nation and rectifying the nation’s name from the ROC to Taiwan.
938. President Chen also reiterated that China’s leaders would eventually have to talk to the government and urged the nation’s political parties to reconcile their differences.
939. Taiwan’s Department of Health will continue supplying Lorenzo’s Oil for free to three brothers suffering from ALD after their doctors in the United States confirmed that use of the oil would not conflict with their current course of treatment.
940. Noting that they are insured under the National Health Insurance program, Chang said his family was fighting to enjoy the same benefits as any other person covered by the plan. 
941. He argued that the more than NT$70 million received in donations was not relevant to the dispute.
942. The Media Observation Foundation complained that local cable television channels produce programs that are increasingly of poor quality, and which are often filled with gratuitous images of sex and violence.
943. Wang Pen-chang, MCC secretary-general, said a great deal of research indicates that children who watch a lot of television were less skillful at developing relationships and were more likely to exhibit aggressive behavior than youngsters who watched little TV.

945. Although it seems that Lou has gained the high ground in the campaign, sources close to the DPP said that Lou is also facing pressure in his party due to dissatisfaction among the supporters of Executive Yuan.
946. Noting that Taipei City Zoo has been preparing for nearly 10 years to accommodate pandas, Ma said construction of the zoo’s panda pavilion is expected to be completed in the near future. 
947. He added that zoo keepers have been receiving special training on panda care and that funds required for this project are also in place.
948. Minister of Justice Shih Mao-lin said that although 5,000 prisoners could gain their release by paying fines, the detainees choose not to do so because they believe it would be difficult to earn a living after being freed.
