73. Therefore Beijing is using economic means to create divisions between the EU and the U.S., which also serves China’s strategic interests. 
74. Therefore, the political leaders of some European countries began to reconsider the embargo policy, asking whether it was not already out of date.

61. But there are contradictions between this mindset and the stark reality of the retirement environment of the future.

69. But the town’s story doesn’t stop here; looking into the distance, you can see chimney after chimney around Huatan. 
70. But with the advent of reinforced concrete, the demand for bricks dropped off. 
71. But winning prizes is not Huang's goal. 
72. But with the increasing number of people retiring to Ilan from other areas, attitudes have been changing, and in the end the project, as one that would benefit a wider range of people, was accepted with surprisingly little resistance.

73. But his heart went out to his colleagues, who came from all over to work long hours with little to show for it. 
74. But if you run into any problems, Huang is always there to help.
75. But while the Tungshan stop near Hsinhua in Tainan, said to be the largest freeway rest stop in Asia, has National Highway 3's second lowest level of traffic, it has proven to be a true dark horse in terms of business, placing second in terms of turnover.
76. But in terms of importance and influence, the Pearl River Delta remains the principal base area for Taiwanese firms.
77. But no investment paradise lasts forever. 
78. But 20 years have come and gone. 
79. But this small investment has been very significant in another way.
80. But, says Tseng, “When you open a factory, locals will naturally apply for work in it.”
81. But the labor shortage has not improved.
82. But secondary processing will remain in the Pearl River Delta, because it is easier to export from there.
83. But the expedient employment practices Taiwanese bosses have grown accustomed are inevitably beginning to run afoul of labor regulations.
84. But now that people from the countryside are no longer rushing to the cities in search of work, and labor consciousness is growing, it is becoming increasingly difficult to induce workers to work overtime with higher pay and to keep the production lines running non-stop.
85. But the Dongguan government is itself part of the problem, despite its boasts of efficiency and commitment to service. 

86. But in recent years, the Yangtze River Delta region has made a big push to selectively attract high-tech manufacturers. 
87. But although quite a number of Taiwanese businesses have come to Songshan Lake to ask about investment opportunities, nobody has yet signed an investment agreement.
88. But the helicopters maintained by these four agencies had differing capabilities. 
89. But to Pai Hsi-min, the area wasn’t a run-down old eyesore but a real-life game of Othello: the run-down buildings were the black pieces, and the new and rented-out ones, the white.

91. But to get those old buildings that no-one wanted into shape and make them places people would actually want to live in, people had to be willing to spend the money needed to repair the buildings’ facades.

103. But there may be some scarring.
104. But they also worried about what they would do if something happened en route.
105. But when it comes to internal medicine where you rely heavily on sensitive instruments to make a diagnosis, mainland doctors are very far from file mark.
106. But are they truly sullied by money? 
107. But how can NPOs retain good people for a long time if they invariably pay them poorly and ask them to make sacrifices? 
108. But there is one important difference: NPO profits don't end up in the pockets of a proprietor or shareholders.

347. But when looking back at that era today, I think that the May 20 farmers’ movement 17 years ago actually sowed many new seeds and also brought the germination of new industries. 
348. But the average plot size cultivated is still around one hectare with plots under one hectare accounting for about 97 percent. 

349. But given the high prices of Taiwan’s commodities and wages, not too many farm households will be able to continue to make a living. 
350. But we should not confuse “social welfare” with “exploitation.” 
351. But beginning in the 1970s, Taiwan’s farmers basically no longer had to pay taxes, they only had to accept market protection through agricultural import restrictions as well as various kinds of handout-type agricultural subsidies. 
352. But it seems as if I am not the only such example. 
353. But if we simply analyze based on figures, I would like to ask how many university teachers do we presently have after all? 

354. But what we should ask ourselves is how was Taiwanese economic life in pre-industrial times? 
355. But observer status is only a transitional status.
356. But when it comes to their foreign ministries, you will run into a brick wall, because what they talk about is national interest and not international justice. 

357. But the results of the (working group) meetings still have to be submitted to the 58th WHA in May this year for deliberation and adoption. 
358. But if we open the program schedule of our PTS, we can see that it broadcasts animated films in the mornings and offers just a single talk show program per week. 
359. But Taiwan, however, is absent from this prime location for foreign correspondents. 
360. But if you have somewhat more contact with these movies, you will discover that their content is filled with similar formulas. 
361. But he was able to hold out for a much longer time, always writing screenplays and submitting screenplays that were always returned. 
362. But “social and economic” and “social economy” are not quite the same. 
363. But in the 1980s, the EU’s (perceived) enemy shifted from the Soviet Union to the United States, while the definition of the so-called enemy changed from a military enemy to an enemy in the world trade market.
364. But according to the latest figures this will already be the case in 2025, which means that in 20 years probably one in every five people will be a senior citizen. 

365. But if they return to their native homes now, landslides might threaten their land there or they cannot sell their mandarin oranges because of a glut in the market. 
366. But according to current research, it is the elderly and the disabled in the metropolitan areas who are somewhat more willing to pay a certain amount of money to buy care services on top of government-subsidized ones.
367. But that way we often easily overlook the developmental needs of youth for independence and autonomy, while putting too much of a “protection” halo on the youth work approach, which makes it impossible for us adults to face the anxiety and bewilderment in our hearts, when youth earlier than expected engage in adult behavior. 
368. But health authorities objected to the police action, believing it was putting back the clock, given that the government is running big information campaigns to establish safe sex thinking, telling youth that they should use condoms, and given that new laws even stipulate that hotels provide condoms. 

369. But from the perspective of actual work experience – and under the premise of trimming organizations and personnel – we will inevitably return to the contradiction of squeezing designated youth personnel and budgets, once youth affairs are incorporated into the child and family department.

379. But globalization means more than just economy. 
380. But if accepted in a free way, the limitation of the sovereignty would now be a daily exercise.
381. But when I was there I was, nonetheless, deeply attracted by the nation’s tradition of humanist thought. 
382. But in Europe, philosophical thinking is still pretty much alive and kicking.
383. But after returning to Taiwan in 2001, I again returned to the life that I led before leaving Taiwan, and was very eager to do something. 
384. But in this environment, reporters still have a certain autonomy; they are not helpless to fight back. 
385. Yet China is a very paradoxical nation. 
386. In contrast, projects that exclusively target women in traditional, differently oriented practical work are likely to see short-term, concrete effects. 
387. In contrast, if women’s movement workers invest a lot of energy into grassroots growing, but lack people with sufficient exposure or popularity who could do PR for them, it will probably be impossible to communicate their efforts and achievements to the outside world. 

388. In contrast, the news department of Taiwan’s PTS airs just one news program per day. 
389. In contrast, the old “authoritarian” government was often high-handed, but had a guilty conscience when suppressing human rights, because it lacked democratic legitimacy. Let me cite an example. 
390. In contrast, Taiwan’s democratization lacks a process that springs from the subjectivity of individual thinking. 
391. On the contrary, the “Sexual Assault Prevention Act” was adopted much quicker than one would have imagined.
392. However, some EU countries definitely think that China’s suppression of human rights violates basic EU values. 
393. However, one of the members of the review panel gave me his opinion, arguing that Taiwan no longer has any rural villages, that agriculture does not have any value anymore and that therefore there is no need for research. 

394. However, we later discovered that the difficulties were almost of the same dimensions, because if you lobby non-governmental organizations, most people will express sympathy and will also agree that Taiwan should join the WHO. 
395. However, frankly speaking, if we continue this year to seek a vote within the WHA, we can hardly expect any results, given that there is a considerable gap between the number of votes on both sides.

139. Furthermore, no production per single client was to exceed 5% of the total revenue. 
140. Furthermore, according to projections of “long-term high-tech manpower supply and demand” by the Council for Economic Planning and Development, Taiwan will lack 7,400 people with a master’s degree or higher between 2003 and 2011 in information engineering, electronic communications, information management, food and nutrition, biotechnology, industrial engineering, and physics.
141. Furthermore, tacit knowledge is within one’s mind; it is hard to describe and transform into manuals.
142. And just at a crucial juncture in this new dynamic, the EU is planning to lift the arms embargo against China.
143. And 17 years ago in 1988, fierce farmers protests erupted on May 20 over the liberalization of agricultural imports. 
144. And what is the organic composition of a society? 
145. And the Foreign Ministry, which represents the government in negotiating bilateral or multilateral projects, lacks professional expertise. 
146. And the European Union used a somewhat of a labored decision to vote against Taiwan’s entry. 
147. And as we just mentioned, these directors mostly depend on foreign investment to support their works. 
148. And what kind of recognition criteria does the government have for experts in other fields of society? 
149. And in the eyes of these lawmakers the common tenet that “marital spats are quickly solved in bed” is not surprisingly interpreted to mean that sexual intercourse between husband and wife is the key for solving marital conflicts.
150. And does the legally recognized “cohabitant relationship” only cover heterosexual cohabitants or does it also include homosexual cohabitant relations?
151. And worse, the growing deserts are gaining momentum, occupying an ever-larger piece of China’s territory each year.
152. In fact, two major crises have all along been lurking in the Asia-Pacific region.

153. In fact, presently China does not account for a large share of EU foreign trade, totaling only some 2 percent. 
154. In fact, a new bipolar geopolitical strategic balance is already gradually taking shape in the Far East region. 
155. In fact, these two are not at all mutual exclusive, but can strengthen each other, because gender mainstreaming work has some prerequisites, namely that traditional differently oriented work be well developed – for instance that all government departments establish an appeals committee on equal opportunities and anti-discrimination. 
156. In fact, the significance of Yang Ju-men’s actions that pushed the limits of the law is rather familiar to me or from the now-ruling DPP and the era of the dangwai (outside the KMT) movement.

173. Moreover, according to the oral testimony, the stones were gathered on the evening of the fourth day of the seventh month of the lunar calendar, when there was not even any moonlight. We gathered stones on the ninth day (of the seventh month), when the moonlight was a little brighter. 

174. Moreover the friends from, for instance, the Taiwan Solidarity Union, also strongly support this endeavor.

101. According to the CBC, interest on one-year fixed deposit accounts is currently around 1.79%, so real interest rates remain negative and long-term real interest rates will continue to drop. 
102. According to DGBAS figures, since September of last year, after adjusting for price index changes, average real paychecks in Taiwan shrank by 4%. 
103. According to current regulations stipulated under the Income Tax Law, if aggregate inflation since the last adjustment exceeds 3%, all deductibles and exemptions are to be increased, including exemptions for individual consolidated income tax, standard deductions, special deductions for salaries and wages, and special deductions for the disabled.
104. According to Chou Chih-hao, deputy director-general of the DOH’s Center for Disease Control, none of the 37 family members, neighbors and healthcare workers who have had contact with the patient have come down with similar symptoms.
105. According to the association, it usually receives over 1,000 calls for help per month from potential suicide victims during the October to April period, while the number falls significantly outside that period.
106. According to the association’s 2004 statistics, about 90 percent of the callers on its lifeline seemed to be suffering from temporary depression but had no obvious intention to commit suicide, while 7.8 percent had been considering ending their lives.
107. According to Lee Ching-ping, president of the ROC’s Archery Association, instead of allowing the team to use its “Chinese Taipei” flag decorated with Olympic rings to attend the opening ceremony, the organizer insisted that archers from Taiwan should be present at the ceremony under the ROC national flag.
