	To teach students fundamental concepts in sociolinguistics and to introduce the subfields of the discipline.  The most important basic concept is that of VARIATION: Everyday students can see that people speak differently (different accents, different vocabulary, different syntax, or different dialects or languages) in different contexts. We will talk about WHAT these linguistic differences or variations look like and WHAT social factors are correlated with them.  Students will also be introduced to methods for doing research as exemplified by experts in the field.
