	Sociolinguistics is one of the most useful linguistics classes any student can ever take.  After the first day of class you should begin to notice that people around you speak differently depending on who they are, where they are from, who they are talking to, and other social factors. 
This course introduces students to the interaction between language use and society.  Language use does not occur in a vacuum.  Moreover, language comprises more than syntax, phonology, and semantics, the common nuts and bolts of language traditionally studied in many linguistic courses.  Various types of context and social factors provide insight to understanding the VARIATION in language we observe around us.

	Topics to be discussed include the relationship between language and social class, ethnic groups, geography, gender, context of use, education, national policy, as well as pidgins and creoles.  Examples from a variety of languages (including English) and cultures will be examined as well as specific reference to the use of Chinese in Chinese speaking communities.
