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Chapter 1 Worksheet: Words
1. Consider the definition of orthographic word on p. 2. Will this definition cover all cases?  In making your decision, think of written words that perhaps do not fit this definition; for example one-time as in 'one-time exception'.  What about mother-in-law, George's, awake-yet-sleepy-eyed, or two-thirds?  What about the last "word" in the sentence "John went to the store."?  How would you modify the definition in order to include or exclude any of these examples?  What are the implications of your new definition for the examples given here?  
2. Give three distinct English examples that are not found in the chapter for each of what Jackson calls homonyms, homographs and homophones.  Do you have a word to describe each of these in Chinese?  What are some Chinese examples? 

3. Describe what kinds of variants are included in the concept of lexeme. 

4. Should we count variants of a word as different words or as just one word? 
5. Give one example of each of the eight kinds of inflections in English.  Also describe what the inflections do to each word you choose to use as an example. 

6. What is a phrasal lexeme? 

7. Give a reasonable definition of idiom and give five examples not found in the chapter. 
8. What is the basic difference between the two large classes of words (nouns, verbs, adjectives, and adverbs in the one class and pronouns, determiners, prepositions, and conjunctions in the other)?  Can you think of any other commonly recognized parts of speech / grammatical categories not mentioned by Jackson? 
9. What is the difference between a free morpheme and a bound morpheme?  Give five examples not found in the chapter of each. 

10. Derivational affixes that change the word class (i.e. grammatical category) of a root are usually what kind of affix?  Jackson also notes that another kind of affix rarely changes the word class. What kind of affix is this?  Can you think of any exceptions? 

11. What other terminology not mentioned in this chapter are you familiar with that is important in discussion words, vocabulary, or corpora do you know?
