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Chapter 2 Worksheet: Facts about Words
1. Using the timeline described by Jackson (pp. 10-11), construct a chart (table or figure) showing the development of vocabulary in English from Anglo-Saxon to recent times.  
2. Check any two words on ten pages of a good dictionary with etymologies.  Make a list of the words and the origin of those words.  List only the word and the language (just one) of origin.  (20 items altogether.) 
3. Look up kingly, royal, and regal—the last two are borrowed words in English.  Discuss their meanings and origins. 
4. There is a prefix in- that means NOT (as in inedible) that has alternate forms like il-, im- and ir-. (This morpheme is NOT the same as the in- in invite.)  What are the RULES for when to use each of these four forms meaning NOT? 

5. Using just the suffixes discussed in the second paragraph on p. 13, make a table to organize them for better reference. How does presentation / layout / format help YOU as a reader? 
6. How is conversion different from other kinds of derivational processes?  Give some specific examples. 

7. What does it mean to say a process (such as in word derivations) is still productive in the language?  How does this apply to –ness and –dom? 
8. Make a list or chart of word formation processes and give two examples of each.  Which of these processes are available in Chinese, which not?  Give Chinese examples.

9. What are some loanwords from other languages that are used in Chinese today?

10. What connotations do plan vs. scheme, bachelor vs. spinster, and propaganda have? 

11. Make a table listing the "lexical facts" described by Jackson.  Give examples.
